It was discovered that we need to air it up to 24 psi to prevent the waterlogging.  Randy and Bob researched it out and found that there are parts needed. Parts should be here today. Mike asked Bob if he was confident about airing the tank up will cure the problem there, and Bob said yes.  The valves were only $56.00, but it includes both wells to be fixed the same way.
Well house #2 is running well. There is a small leak on the sand filter but not bad.  We are aware it needs to be fixed at some time. 
We do have a test on September 22, because of the fires.  Another inspection that is done every 3 years.  We will blow out the fire hydrants closer to the date of inspection.

Bob said he has a CC&R report to do and he will get them handled.
