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Chinese Crested Dog Club Health Survey 2012

Firstly | would like to say a big thank you to everyone who took the time to complete this anonymous survey to help us learn
more about our wonderful breed and work to improve overall health in the future.

We had over 100 responses with the majority being from the UK which | was delighted by. Below you will see the main results
shared; some in graph form and other just summaried highlights due to the volume of the data. The Health Committee will be
reviewing the results in full at the next meeting and | will be also be sharing with the Kennel Club with whom both clubs work
closely. We will then formulate next steps and recommendations and are planning to offer eye testing at the Championship
Show in August.

Skin Health
90% of all participants had experienced Skin Issues with the Breed. The most common challenge was with
Blackheads at 30%, followed by Allergies at 14% and Sebaceous Cysts at 12%. All other areas were 3% or less,

Ear Disorders
72% of all participants had not experienced ear disorders in the Breed, however 13% had experienced Chronic Ear
Infections and 12% had experienced Closed Ear Canals so this is still quite prevalent within the breed.

As a club and fellow Chinese Crested owners we want to thank all those that took part in the 2017
Health Survey. We were limited to 100 responses, sadly as many more owners expressed their concerns
about not being able to take part, this is something we will look into for the next survey and hope that
we can offer unlimited responses next time. Thank you also to all those that left extra feed back.

The responses were mainly from the UK, with 57% being from pet owners, 26% breeders & exhibitors,
15% exhibitors and 2% breeders.

Skin Issues

The biggest issue seen with skin was black heads 62% voted that they have had dogs with them, 13%
had dogs with sebaceous cysts and 12% voted having dogs who suffered from sores. 35% voted that
they had dogs with allergies, and the rest voted to never having an issues.

From the comments left, lots of those that responded had dogs that at some point had suffered from
‘acne’.  ‘Warts’ had also been mentioned in the feedback, as dogs aged.

The Chinese Crested is available in two varieties: the powderpuff and the hairless. The hairless variety
is & notoriously ugly breed with smooth, human-like skin and ungainly tufts of fur on the head, feet and

tail

On the other hand, the powderpuff variety is an attractive dog with a long, soft coat. The skin and coat

can be of any color.

Both varieties measure 13 to 15 inches in height and weigh between 10 and 15 pounds.

History
The Chinese Crested is believed to have originated in Africa where it was called the “African Hairless
Terrier". Chinese sailors took the dog from Africa and brought it to China and changed its name to the
Chinese Crested. Apart from being used for hunting vermin, the dog was also eaten or used as a bed

warmer.

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Dentition

Al evaluated powderpuffs showed normal dentition,
whereas all true hairless and semi-coated dogs exhibited
moderate to severe dentition irregularities (Figure 7). In
the majority of dogs, multiple teeth were missing, includ-
ing incisors, canines, premolars and molars, with up to
50% of teeth missing in extreme cases. In addition, some
dogs presented with malformed teeth. For these, it was
difficult to specify whether these were dysplastic perma-
nent teeth or retained deciduous teeth. In addition, some
teeth were malpositioned, and the angle of the canine
teeth was often too small.

Compound hair follicles
The true hairless and semi-coated phenotypes exhibited
no compound follicles, only simple hair follicles. These

had rare outpouches of the infundibulum, representing
remnants of secondary hair follicles. In contrast, in pow-
derpuffs all the hair follicles were arranged as compound
follicles (data not shown).

Taken together, most of the true hairless (seven of eight)
and semi-coated dogs (four of five) showed infundibular
dilatation and/or comedone formation, while no come-
done formation or infundibular dilatation was seen in the
powderpuffs.
