Neutralise /desaturate colour using complementaries



How to find the Complementary colour and neutralise a colour : straight across passing through the centre 
( Neutral )





Monochromatic scheme 1: one colour only 

One color Phthalo green neutralised with complementary crimson + B and W :

Cool painting 

One colour Cad scarlet neutralised with complementary  Phthalo blue  + B and W:

Produces burnt sienna/ burnt umber  

Warm painting 









Monochromatic: Using one colour only: Range of colors

One colour only: Cerulean blue

Mixed with black and white

Neutralised with its complement Cadmium red light 







Colour scheme 2: Complementary Colours 

Majority of most paintings are painted in semi-neutrals



Pure colour used sparingly









Scheme no 2: Complementary
Maximum Contrast  



Cad red vs Cerulean blue

Each colour is mixed with white and black to create values

The 2 colours mixed gradually to create semi neutrals

Complementary scheme 2: Create a mood with only 2 colours – Painting 2

Dominant colour: Emerald green subdued 



 Subordinate colour:Crimson subdued 


Accent: pure crimson  



Colours subdued/ neutralised with white/ black or complementary

Note each colour is mixed with Black and White + neutrals on opposite side of the wheel


Pure colours can be used as accents 





Analogous scheme 3: a wedge of the colour wheel  



Note the semi neutrals inside the wheel: 

Yellow ochre

Raw and burnt sienna

 Burnt umber

Light red

Brown Madder alizarin 

Vandyke brown 





Colour scheme 4: Split Complementary 

It is an analogous with a contrasting colour

Choose 3 analogous colour conveying dominant mood and the complement as a contrasting accent colour

Common colour blue ensures harmonious relationship


Orange is a subordinate warm balance

Colour scheme 5: Triadic

Choose every 4th colour on outside of wheel.

Use of contrasting colours

Creates striking color contrasts

Creates beautiful semineutrals









Primary triad: Yellow- Blue - Red

Choose a dominant colour according to atmosphere /mood

Intermediate colour

Red 

Subordinate color 

Yellow 









Secondary triad: Cad scarlet- violet- viridian green 





Semi neutrals of mauve and green
