IAN ROBERTS:
“Movement and Structure create a coherent flow – shapes arranged and adjusted – the armature.  The backbone of the painting.  Armature is the most important dynamic.”
“Four most important compositional lines – the size and shape of your 2D shape e.g. canvas/paper – the proportion of width to height of the space – interacts with your composition, affects the dynamics of placement of the abstract shapes.”

8 Common Armatures
1.  S – commonly found in nature - landscapes
2. L – centre of interest along one of the arms of the L – close to the intersection.
3. Diagonal \ / - has the most dynamism in relation to the rectangular frame,  Use with caution – needs to be DE-emphasized as it reaches each end of the diagonal / the edge of the composition/rectangle.
4. Triangle – Perspective – centre of interest is near or on one of the angles of the triangle.
5. Radiating Lines – one point perspective where everything converges to one point. Use with care not to draw the eye in immediately.
6. Fulcrum – balancing the major masses, usually smaller against larger. If too close in size, they will create a static balance – less dynamic.
7. O – 2 types – 	O is used as a framing device for the centre of interest OR 
O leads the eye around the outside of the picture plane.
8. Portrait – focal point is the object - be aware of negative shapes/spaces around the object of interest and how they impact the composition and the eye track.
