Banbury Blues Netball Club

Constitution

1. Name
The club shall be called Banbury Blues

2. Aim
To deliver high quality netball to all ages, levels and abilities through the provision of regular training sessions and competitive match opportunities.

3. Purpose
To provide the structured training sessions on a regular basis and progress the skill level of all members, working in partnership with OXON netball and the Cherwell and District Netball League (CADS) to enable players to compete weekly within a registered league in Oxfordshire.

4. Policies
Banbury Blues Netball Club adheres to all England Netball rules and regulations, policies and practices regarding duty of care, equity, code of conduct, health and safety and requires all members of the club to do the same. 
5. Membership
All Banbury Blues members will be affiliated to England Netball at the start of each season.  Those joining during the season will be given 3 weeks to assess if they want to continue whereby the affiliation fee will need to be paid.

All Banbury Blues members will pay a club fee.  For Seniors a standing order must be set up for the amount specified by the Treasurer to go out on the 5th of every month.  This standing order must continue to run even during closed season.  The costs are spread over a 12-month period.  All Juniors will pay fees in 3 instalments due September, January and April.
Club members who are in arrears with their fees will not be able to train or play until they have paid the outstanding monies.

6. Committee

6.2 The club committee members shall be responsible for all club matters

6.3 The committee has the power to co-opt additional members without voting rights

6.4 The Executive committee shall meet at least 4 times a year.  Suggested dates: Start of season, October half term, February half term & around Easter time.
6.5 The non-executive committee must be invited to at least 2 of those 4 meetings

7. Meetings

7.1
The AGM shall take place during the month of May each year where possible.  All existing members must attend the meeting unless absence has been authorised by the Chair.  Any member of the Committee who does not inform the Chair of their absence may forfeit their position on the committee and face disciplinary action.
7.2 The Chair has the casting vote at all meetings.
7.3 All members will be emailed a copy of the agenda for the meeting at least 2 weeks prior to the meeting; it is the member’s responsibility to ensure that they have this information.  The minutes from each meeting will be emailed to all members afterwards.

8. Finance

8.1 The funds of the club shall be kept in an account in the name of Banbury Blues      Netball Club and Banbury Blues Juniors Netball Club

8.2 The financial year shall end 30th April and a balance sheet of both accounts shall be presented at the AGM

8.3 All cheques shall be signed by two of: Treasurer, Chair, or Deputy Treasurer

8.4 Membership fees shall be decided by a select group within the committee, chosen by the Chair, and reviewed annually.

9. Complaints

Any complaint received in writing will be considered by a sub committee of three members of the club, including the Chair, independent of the complainant, and a recommendation made to the next meeting of the sub-committee.  Receipt of the complaint will be acknowledged within seven days and a written response will be made within 28 days.  
10. Indemnity and Insurance

Banbury Blues Netball Club is covered for indemnity and insurance through its affiliation to England Netball.  Any member of Banbury Blues who is also affiliated, will be indemnified against costs or losses which may be incurred or sustained in relation to the execution of duties for the club, provided that all responsible steps have been taken to discharge health and safety and duty of care responsibilities.

11. Interpretation and Matters not provided for

If any dispute arises on the interpretation of this constitution or the need arises to deal with any matter not provided in the constitution, the chair should be informed and the matter referred to at the next committee meeting.  The committee will decide on the matter, with due regard to the relevant clause in the protocols and terms of reference of England Netball; the decision will be binding.

12. Amendments to the constitution

No alterations, additions or amendments may be made to the constitution, except by a specific resolution at the AGM, when two thirds of the votes cast must be in favour.  Proposals must be received in writing at least two weeks prior to the date of the meeting.  Agreed changes may be phased in, as decided by the meeting.
13. Dissolution of the club

If the club members, by special resolution with a two thirds majority of those present and voting, decide that it is necessary for the club to dissolve.  Any assets remaining, after the satisfaction of any proper debts and liabilities, shall be given or transferred to a local team with similar aims.
