This ensures that whoever is called to fill my shoes is
not undermined by my lingering presence. They will need to establish the ties to this community I
have so richly benefitted from. Understandably this information will be difficult to receive for

many of you. Trust me when I say I understand. Please know that I'm not gone yet and my door

is open for you.
