Media: Sculpture or original fine art executed on traditional canvas, paper, wood or
similar approved fine art material. No photography, prints, computer or Al art. All
artwork must be for sale. The chairman of the show will jury for acceptable subject
matter, inspect all paintings for proper framing, adequate wiring for hanging and a clean
appearance, including glass and matting.

Optional Theme: American Stories - Each artist may submit one of their paintings in the
theme category. There will be a special award for best theme painting.

Poetry - Poets will be invited to write poetry inspired by the art. Poetry will be shared at
the reception.

Rules for exhibit:
1 - We will accept 3 entries and 3 miniature entries for jurying from each artist.

2 - Each member that enters will have at least one piece accepted to hang. We will try to
hang everything as the venue is large.

3 - Label the back of each painting with: artist’s name, address, phone, title and price.

4 - Entries may not have been previously shown in a Paletteers Art Club juried exhibit or
any other show at the College Hill Library.

5 - Entries must be original to the artist and not created under supervision. Photo
references should be your own photos.

6 - The artwork must be the same as what was stated on the registration.

7 - Maximum size for miniatures is 36 square inches, not including the mat or frame.

8 - All art work must be properly framed. Must have wire for hanging - no sawtooth
hangers or clip frames. Framing will be inspected when delivered.

Sales: A 10% commission is charged on sales which will go to the Paletteers Art Club.
Cash awards and ribbons will be awarded for both the main show and the miniatures.

Entry Fee: $35.00 plus $5.00 for each miniature that you enter. MAKE CHECK
