Following the controversial results announced by the National Electoral Council (CNE) in 
the 2024 presidential elections, which sparked protests across the country, VenApp served 
as a platform for denunciations by adding a feature to report people who, according to the

Once again, alarm bells have rung following President Nicolás Maduro’s proposal on Monday, 
October 20, to create a feature within the state-run digital platform VenApp that could enable 
digital persecution of dissenting voices. 

During the inauguration of the Self-Governance Hall on October 20, Maduro stated: “The VenApp 
system must proceed alongside the Bolivarian National Armed Forces (…) to create an application 
within the VenApp system so that the people, securely, can report 24 hours a day everything they 
see, everything they hear, to continue securing peace and tranquility.”

Following Maduro’s announcement, the NGO Un Mundo Sin Mordaza expressed concern, as this 
measure, coordinated with the Bolivarian National Armed Forces (FANB), Communal Militia 
Units, and Grassroots Bases for Comprehensive Defense, could “institutionalize a massive 
surveillance system contrary to international human rights standards.” 

In a statement, the organization recalled that after the 2024 presidential elections, “Venezuela has 
gone through a period characterized by repression, censorship, and political persecution.” In this 
context, “VenApp has been used by state agencies as a mechanism for social control and 
harassment, enabling the tracking of complaints and critical comments against the government.” 

“The regime’s new order amplifies these risks, legitimizing digital denunciation and deepening the 
criminalization of dissent under the narrative of ‘defending peace,’” the organization warned. 

Un Mundo Sin Mordaza noted that this policy violates several articles of the International 
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and contravenes provisions of the American Convention 
on Human Rights.  

“The use of technological platforms for citizen surveillance lacks a legitimate legal basis, 
proportionality, and necessity, constituting a practice incompatible with the principle of legality 
and the right to be free from arbitrary interference,” the NGO stated. 

“These measures do not aim to preserve peace but to perfect repression through digital means, 
encouraging self-censorship and collective fear. Instead of promoting dialogue and participation, 
the Venezuelan state resorts to surveillance as a method of political control, consolidating an 
arbitrary framework under an institutional facade,” warned Un Mundo Sin Mordaza. 

Use of VenApp as a Denunciation Mechanism After the Presidential Elections 

Following the controversial results announced by the National Electoral Council (CNE) in the 
2024 presidential elections, which sparked nationwide protests, VenApp became a platform for 
denunciation by adding a feature for reporting individuals labeled as “fascists” by the regime for 
participating in demonstrations. 

On July 30, 2024, two days after the elections, Nicolás Maduro, in a public address, called on his 
supporters to use the ‘1x10 for Good Governance’ feature of the platform for this purpose. 

The report “Terror on the Networks: VenApp, the App That Evolved to Repress,” published in 
August 2024 by ProBox, DFRLab, and DDIA, documents how the Maduro government 
transformed the official VenApp into a tool for citizen surveillance and denunciation following the 
presidential elections. 



  

 

Initially designed to report public service failures, VenApp was modified to allow anonymous 
denunciations against protesters, opponents, and critics of the regime under a new category called 
“fascist guarimba.” The app was heavily promoted on platforms such as YouTube, Telegram, 
WhatsApp, TikTok, Instagram, and X, accompanied by hashtags like #FascistGuarimbas and 
#OperationTumTum, which revived repressive narratives from previous years. 

The report’s findings reveal that between July 30 and August 1, 2024, there was a peak in digital 
activity, with over 1,500 videos and thousands of mentions related to the use of VenApp to 
denounce citizens. Chavista influencers and officials shared tutorials on how to “report 
guarimbas,” while Telegram groups, such as Caza Guarimbas VE, began compiling lists of 
individuals identified as opponents, reminiscent of historical persecution episodes like the Tascón 
List (2003) or Operation Tun Tun (2017). 

Pressure from activists and journalists led Google and Apple to remove the app from their stores, 
though the Maduro government responded by distributing the APK file through alternative 
channels and denouncing “imperialist censorship.” The app is currently only available via the web. 

Journalism in Venezuela is practiced in a hostile environment for the press, with dozens of legal 
instruments designed to punish free speech, particularly the “anti-hate,” “anti-fascism,” and 
“anti-blockade” laws. This content is published while considering the threats and limitations 
imposed on the dissemination of information from within the country 
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
