Obedience is the engine of breakthrough.

3.) MITZVAH - TRUTH IS BE WALKED
I have no greater joy than to hear that my children walk in truth.” 3 John1:4; Truth isn’t
a theory for the classroom; it’s the ground beneath your feet.

4.) MITZVAH - THE TRUTH MUST BE TAUGHT

5.) MITZVAH - TRUTH IN worshippers
