NEW EXAM-TAKING POLICY SUPPLEMENT

Since our move to Texas, we no longer have the aid of 2 secretaries as we did before.  I am the only one available to do all the administrative tasks for the Bible College.  I will not be able to personally grade exams that are available on our new exam site (Classmarker.com).  There are a few exams still on the college website, and those, of course, I will grade.  Thus, all exams that are on Classmarker.com will need to be taken through that website.
If you are using a flashdrive instead of the internet to take our college courses, I will need you to take the exams that are on the Classmarker.com site, instead of sending them for me to grade.  The same is true if you have copied the exams to your computer and prefer to take them as we use to…. where you would send them to our secretaries to grade.  I am no longer able to grade the exams that are now located on Classmarker.com .
If internet access is not readily available to you, I will still need you to complete the exams on the Classmarker.com site.  My recommendation is to take the exam on the exam document (Word) that you have on your computer and then simply transfer the answers when you go online to Classmarker.com.  That way you won’t be online for a long period of time.

Those that are overseeing students with your church and have been doing the exams by emailing them to us for us to grade, will need to obtain registration codes for each of your students and then register them with Classmarker.com (which only takes about 1 minute per student).  And, then you can still have the student take the exam the regular way you’ve been taking them, but will then need to input their answers on Classmarker with the appropriate student and the appropriate exam.

I apologize for the extra time that this may cause you.  I just don’t have enough time in my day to properly grade everyone’s exams.  Thank you for your understanding and cooperation with all this.  If you have any thoughts, comments, suggestions, concerns, or questions, please let me know.
