India’s Wholesale Price Inflation (WPI) eased to 2.05% in March 2025, down from
2.38% in February, mainly due to a steep 15.88% deflation in vegetable prices,
leading to a drop in food inflation to 1.57%. However, manufactured product

inflation rose to 3.07%, indicating a mixed inflation trend, with food prices softening

while fuel, power, and manufactured goods witnessed price increases.

» Trump Administration Freezes $2.3 Billion in Funding to Harvard University

In April 2025, the Trump administration froze $2.3 billion in federal funding to
Harvard University after it rejected demands to dismantle DEI programs, enforce
merit-based reforms, and crack down on pro-Palestinian protests. Harvard, citing

First Amendment rights and government overreach, firmly opposed the move,

sparking national debate over academic freedom, executive authority, and

antisemitism.
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» Relocation of Cheetahs from Kuno to Gandhi Sagar Approved

The Cheetah Project Steering Committee under the National Tiger Conservation
Authority (NTCA) has approved relocating cheetahs from Kuno National Park to
Gandhi Sagar Wildlife Sanctuary in Madhya Pradesh, about 300 km apart, as part of

a long-term plan to establish a meta-population of 60—70 cheetahs across a connected

landscape. This move, under Project Cheetah (launched in 2022 with cheetahs from
Namibia and South Africa), addresses concerns over space, prey availability, and co-
predator conflict with leopards. Preparations include fencing, prey base

augmentation, and personnel training.
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» West Bengal CM Mamata Banerjee Will Inaugurate Jagannath Temple in Digha

West Bengal is set to host a major religious and cultural event with the inauguration
of the Jagannath Dham Temple in Digha on April 30, 2025, by Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee. The high-profile ceremony will see attendance from around

12,000-14,000 people, including VIP guests like chief ministers, political leaders,

celebrities, and industrialists. Government guesthouses have been reserved for

dignitaries from April 27 to May 1, with private hotels seeing heavy bookings.
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
