> 1988 — General Yang Shangkun elected President of China. 08 Apr. 2025

Yang Shangkun was a Chinese Communist military and political leader, President
of the People's Republic of China from 1988 to 1993, and one of the Eight Elders
who dominated the party after Mao Zedong's death. Born into a prosperous land-

owning family, Yang studied politics at Shanghai University and Marxist

philosophy and revolutionary strategy at Moscow Sun Yat-sen University. He held
high office under both Mao Zedong and later Deng Xiaoping; from 1945 to 1965
he was Director of the General Office and from 1945 to 1956 Secretary-General of
the Central Military Commission (CMC).

On April 8, 1906, 51-year-old woman Auguste Deter died, and her case became

the basis for Alois Alzheimer's research, which led to the identification of brain

abnormalities that were later named Alzheimer's disease. Alzheimer's postmortem
examination revealed that Auguste Deter's brain had thinning of the cerebral

cortex, senile plaques and neurofibrillary tangles.

positions at UN Headquarters, including serving as Under-Secretary-General for

Peacekeeping between March 1992 and December 1996. He was appointed
Secretary-General by the Security Council on 13 December 1996 and later
confirmed by the General Assembly, making him the first office-bearer to be
elected from the UN staff.
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
