» 1945 — World War IT: Monte Cassino, Italy, is liberated from Nazi forces.

In 1945, during World War 11, the Allies liberated Italy from Nazi forces in the
Battle of Monte Cassino. The battle began in 1944 and ended in 1945. It was a
hard-fought battle in which the Allies fought to defeat Nazi forces near Monte
Cassino, Italy. The Italian invasion of British Somaliland was one of the few
successful Italian campaigns of World War II that was accomplished without

German support.
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» 1945 - Historian Tran Trong Kim was appointed Prime Minister of the Empire
of Vietnam.

In 1945, Tran Trong Kim, a historian, was appointed Prime Minister of the Empire

of Vietnam. This appointment came after World War II, when Japan lost control over

Vietnam. The Japanese had established an independent Vietnamese government led

by Bao Dai, and Tran Trong Kim was made Prime Minister in that government.
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» 1946 - The last French troops leave Syria.

In 1946, on April 17, Syria gained independence from the French mandate, when
the last French troops left Syria. This day is celebrated in Syria as "Evacuation

Day". In the 1940s, Syrians fought for their country's independence, and held

protests against French rule. In 1945, Lebanon and Syria were jointly controlled

by British and French forces.
