SUDDEN RIFT OPENING — LOST LAKES INCIDENT
REPORT

Filed. Reopened. Filed again.

At 06:14 AM, residents reported a shimmering disturbance
along the eastern shoreline of Lost Lakes. By 06:22, twenty-
nine individuals were observed emerging from the water — fully
clothed, disoriented, and insisting they were “on their way to
something important.”
None could agree on what that something was.
Witnesses described them as:
e dry-skinned but dripping
e sunburned despite overcast skies
o smelling faintly of citrus, salt, and cold metal
Several attempted to return to the water. One screamed when
prevented.
All twenty-nine shared the same symptom cluster:
e confusion regarding time
e mild hypothermia despite warm air
e an intense longing for “‘somewhere else”
When questioned, Subject #14 stated:
“We were just walking. It got wider. That's all. The lake got
wider.”
No missing persons reports matched.
By nightfall, the rift closed on its own.
By morning, three subjects were gone.
Their footprints led directly into the lake and stopped.
