The Cambridge B2 First (FCE) exam takes approximately 3.5 hours in total to complete. It is divided into four main papers: 
Reading and Use of English (75 minutes),
 Writing (80 minutes), 
Listening (40 minutes), and
Speaking (14 minutes)

1. Reading and Use of English
· Time allowed: 1 hour and 15 minutes (75 minutes)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Total parts: 7 parts
· Total questions: 52 questions [1]
Time Management Tip: Since these two subjects are combined into one paper, it is highly recommended to spend about 30 minutes on Use of English (Parts 1-4) and about 45 minutes on Reading (Parts 5-7). [1, 2]
2. Writing
· Time allowed: 1 hour and 20 minutes (80 minutes)
· Total parts: 2 parts
· Tasks: Part 1 requires a compulsory essay. Part 2 offers a choice of tasks (e.g., article, email, letter, review, or report). [1, 3]
3. Listening
· Time allowed: About 40 minutes
· Total parts: 4 parts
· Total questions: 30 questions
· Format: You will hear each recording
4. Speaking
· Time allowed: About 14 minutes (per pair of candidates)
· Total parts: 4 parts
· Format: You will usually take the test with another candidate and two examiners (one asking questions, one just listening). [1, 2]
