Dear BRICS Leaders and Partners,

The Dika-Moka Youth Development Forum, a South African civil society orga-
nization advocating for ethical governance, peace, and continental sovereignty,
submits this urgent communication concerning a serious breach of South Africa’s
declared non-aligned policy and trust within the BRICS alliance.

We have compiled evidence that South African government, mining companies,

and weapons manufacturers are actively supplying or enabling strategic resources
and defense materials to countries and alliances—including the United States,
NATO, and Israel—that are central to global conflict escalation and military ag-
gression.

tems, satellite defense technology, and armored systems, commonly used by
NATO forces and U.S./Israeli military operations.

Several of these companies are entangled in partnerships with foreign contrac-

tors like Rheinmetall AG (Germany), BAE Systems (UK), Lockheed Martin, and
Raytheon (U.S.)—forming a shadow supply corridor that circumvents direct ac-
countability.

Legal and Diplomatic Violations

* SouthAfrica’sNCACC(NationalConventionalArmsControlCommittee)laws
require transparency and restraint in arms exports, yet the permitting sys-
tem lacks enforcement and public accountability.

* These exports directly undermine South Africa’s stated non-alignment, vi-
olate UN principles on arms trafficking, and compromise BRICS unity and
trust.

* Historicalallegationsfrom2006-2012showDenel-linkedweaponsandsys-
tems may have indirectly reached Israel, a state currently under ICC inves-
tigation.

Our Demands and Recommendations

We respectfully urge BRICS leadership, and especially the Russian Federation as
a leading voice for multipolarity and sovereignty, to:

» FormallyinvestigateSouthAfrica’smilitaryexportpermitsandminingsup-
ply chains feeding Western and Israeli defense industries.



* Impose a temporary moratorium on arms and raw material exports from
implicated companies until independently verified as non-military.

» Call for transparency and full supply chain audits by corporations such as
Anglo American, Rio Tinto, Glencore, Denel, and Paramount Group.

* Supportacivilsociety-ledtaskforcetoalignSouthAfrica’sextractiveecon-
omy with the peaceful and developmental principles of BRICS.
