The 2026 Impact Streams represent the strategic initiatives of the Legacy Builders Kingdom Alliance designed to expand Kingdom influence across every sphere of society. Each stream focuses on a distinct area of transformation—spiritual, economic, social, and cultural—mobilizing leaders, entrepreneurs, and reformers to advance Kingdom systems and sustainable impact globally.
Through these focused streams, Legacy Builders will launch training programs, collaborative projects, and marketplace initiatives that equip believers to lead reform, build wealth, and establish legacy in their assigned territories.
· Networking Impact Stream – mixers, gatherings, expos (all about relationships and visibility).
· Training Impact Stream – discipleship workshops, leadership mastery, and wealth/strategy intensives.
· Summit Impact Stream – regional and national leadership summits, advocacy forums, and roundtables.
· Community Impact Stream – youth bootcamps, outreach, holiday legacy projects, and city engagement.
· Visibility Impact Stream – directory listing, marketing promotions, State of the Kingdom Marketplace report.
January: Apostolic Roundtable / Alignment Retreat
· A closed-door annual retreat for Apostolic Alignment members.
· Focused on prophetic direction, strategic planning, and impartation for the year ahead.
· Provides direct mentorship and governance participation opportunities.
🔹 Networking Mixer
· Monthly relational gathering for members.
· Includes business introductions, a member spotlight, and a short Marketplace teaching.
· Builds connections, collaborations, and strengthens the Kingdom business network.
February: Legacy Builders Directory Release
· Annual publication (print + digital) of all member businesses.
· Serves as a resource for referrals, visibility, and credibility.
· Featured members highlighted throughout the year.
🔹 Workshop – Marketplace Discipleship
· Practical, Kingdom-centered training on leadership, business, or discipleship basics.
· Rotating topics like Vision to Strategy, Financial Stewardship, Leadership Growth.
· Designed to equip members monthly with actionable skills.
March: Business Expo & Trade Fair
· Quarterly showcase where members present their businesses, products, and services.
· Open to public guests, providing exposure beyond the Chamber.
· Includes panel discussions with sector leaders and networking tables.
🔹 Networking Mixer
· Continues monthly rhythm of relationship-building.
April: Community Impact Initiative
· Quarterly outreach project, such as youth leadership bootcamp, community service, or empowerment drive.
· Allows members to engage beyond business into service and transformation.
🔹 Workshop – Leadership Training Basics
· Hands-on training in communication, influence, team building, and Kingdom leadership skills.
May: Regional Leadership Summit
· Major spring event targeting leaders across Atlanta and the Southeast.
· Multi-session format: keynote, workshops, panels.
· Focused on raising reformers with Kingdom strategies for business and ministry.
🔹 Networking Mixer
· Member connections + preview of Summit highlights.
June: Business Expo & Trade Fair
· Mid-year marketplace showcase.
· Provides stage/platform for new members to gain exposure.
🔹 Workshop – Marketplace Discipleship
· Focus on mid-year Kingdom recalibration for members.
July: Community Impact Initiative
· Summer outreach project (e.g., youth entrepreneurship camp, financial literacy drive).
· Members serve as trainers, mentors, and sponsors.
🔹 Networking Mixer
· Continues member relationship-building.
August: Workshop – Kingdom Wealth / Marketplace Strategy
· Advanced session focused on wealth-building, systems, and Kingdom expansion.
· May feature guest speakers or sector leaders.
🔹 Advocacy Forum
· Chamber-wide platform to highlight business challenges, cultural issues, and government engagement.
· Members contribute input and solutions; city officials and industry leaders may attend.
September
🔹 Business Expo & Trade Fair
· Fall showcase highlighting member growth and partnerships.
· Prepares members for year-end positioning.
🔹 Networking Mixer
· Standard monthly gathering, with focus on Q4 growth.
October: National Leadership Summit
· Largest annual gathering, drawing leaders from across the U.S. and abroad.
· Combines teaching, prophetic impartation, and marketplace strategies.
· Establishes the Alliance as a global Kingdom hub.
🔹 Community Impact Initiative
· Large-scale fall outreach (e.g., regional service project or collaboration with schools/organizations).
November: “State of the Kingdom Marketplace” Report
· Annual report highlighting the Alliance’s impact, growth, and vision.
· Publicly released as a voice of advocacy and influence.
· Positions LBKA as thought leaders in Kingdom economics and culture.
🔹 Workshop – Leadership / Business Alignment
· Focus on preparing members for the upcoming year.
· Includes planning tools, prophetic declarations, and business strategies.
December: Holiday Legacy Community Impact
· Year-end community project (e.g., family sponsorships, food distribution, Christmas outreach).
· Reinforces Kingdom generosity and public visibility.
🔹 Business Expo & Trade Fair
· Year-end marketplace fair with holiday focus.
· Opportunity for members to sell/promote products for the holiday season.
🔹 Networking Mixer (Explained)
A Networking Mixer is an intentional, structured event designed to:
· Connect members — business owners, professionals, ministry leaders, entrepreneurs.
· Build relationships — members share what they do, exchange contacts, and explore collaboration.
· Spotlight businesses — one or two members each month present their work/services.
· Provide quick training or insight — a short “Marketplace Moment” teaching (15–20 mins).
· Foster Kingdom atmosphere — open and closes with prayer/declaration to distinguish it from secular chambers.
👉 Think: social + professional networking with a Kingdom identity.
In Metro Atlanta, chambers do mixers at restaurants, co-working spaces, or hosted by member businesses. Yours can carry an apostolic/prophetic edge but remain business accessible.
🔹 Advocacy Forum (Explained)
An Advocacy Forum is where the Chamber acts as a voice for members and Kingdom entrepreneurs in Metro Atlanta. It’s a professional-style gathering (virtual or in-person) that:
· Highlights challenges members face in business, economics, or government policy.
· Brings sector leaders (finance, real estate, healthcare, education, etc.) to the table.
· Presents solutions — how Kingdom entrepreneurs can shape culture and address systemic gaps.
· Positions the Alliance as a Marketplace voice before city officials, industry leaders, and even faith leaders.
👉 Think: a professional roundtable + public platform where you speak into policy, economic development, and cultural transformation from a Kingdom perspective.
✨ In short:
· Networking Mixer = Relationship-building + collaboration (monthly rhythm).
· Advocacy Forum = Kingdom voice into Metro Atlanta’s business & government spheres (annual highlight).
