MOVE is a revolutionary ecological communal organization, founded by John Africa,
fighting the oppression the system has imposed upon all life. It is MOVE's position to
confront those in authority and make them substantiate their positions or stop misleading
the people with misinformation.

PAST CONFRONTATIONS

On August 8th, 1978, the City of Philadelphia under Mayor Frank Rizzo attacked
MOVE's headaquarters under the guise of enforcing “code violations.” Hundreds of police
officers surrounded MOVE’s home, taking up firing positions throughout the neighbor-
hood. Suddenly shots rang out and chaos ensued. One police officer and two MOVE
members were shot. Nine MOVE members were convicted of killing the officer despite
powerful evidence proving their innocence. On May 13th 1985, police dropped a bomb
containing illegally obtained C-4 on a MOVE house in West Philadelphia. In the ensuing
fire, 11 people, five of them children, lost their lives. Sixty-one homes in a mostly African-
American neighborhood were incinerated; hundreds were left homeless. Only one child
and one adult—Ramona Africa—survived the blaze and gunfire that kept the other men,
women and children from escaping. The May 13th bombing ended political careers and
cost the city millions of dollars in lawsuits and reconstruction of the neighborhood. The
reputation of the city of “brotherly love" has been forever marred.

Resistance in Brooklyn

Resistance in Brooklyn (RnB) is a radical, white, anti-racist, anti-imperialist
collective that came together in 1992 to combine political action, study,
and a sense of community. Coming from a variety of organizations and
tendencies within the left, we bring together a history of work in a broad
range of struggles. We have been active in anti-imperialist work, including
in Puerto Rican, Central American, African, and Black liberation solidarity
movements; we've participated in groups doing anti-militarist, anti-
nuclear, anti-Klan, and prisoner support work; we've been involved in
women'’s liberation and the pro-feminist men’s movement, AIDS activism,
transformative education, lesbian and gay liberation work, and the struggle
to keep WBAI radio progressive and anti-racist. Our most consistent work
over the years has been building support for U.S. political prisoners. In
1999 we played a major organizing role in a mass civil disobedience action
at the Liberty Bell for Mumia Abu-Jamal. In 2000 we organized a coalition
of activists and organizations to produce a national conference on the
200th birthday the radical abolitionist John Brown, John Brown 2000,

to examine the role of white anti-racists, hear from leaders of liberation
movements, and strategize for the future. We published Enemies of the
State, featuring interviews with political prisoners Marilyn Buck and
David Gilbert and then political prisoner Laura Whitehorn.

Break The Chains is a non-hierarchical collective working toward building an egalitarian society
free of prisons. We are committed to the dynamic internal and external process of challenging
racism, sexism, classism, and eppression in all its forms. Our focus is on prison issues, including,
but not limited to: fighting state repression, prisoner support and prison abolition.

Fighting State Repression means exposing and countering the efforts of the state to imprison
activists and criminalize dissent and resistance. This takes the form of providing assistance to
those on the outside facing time due to their involvement in social movements, exposing grand
juries, COINTELPRO and other forms of counter intelligence, while educating the public about
political and social prisoners.

Prisoner Support includes supporting national Political Prisoners and Prisoners of War, and
some politically active social prisoners. A social prisoner may not have been engaged in political
activity on the outside, but has devoted inside time to struggling against injustice. We work to
accomplish support by publishing the writings of prisoners engaged in resistance struggles, offering
financial assistance when available, getting the word out about various cases, and exchanging information
with social prisoners about resistance movements. While we cannot provide legal assistance, we
may be able to direct prisoners to resources.

Prison Abolition is the dismantling of the prison-industrial complex by working with groups
opposing new prison construction, and engaging in restorative justice and decarceration initiatives,
Our ultimate objective is to eliminate the prison-industrial complex by helping to build a sociery
in which prisons are obsolete.
