V ideo  W a llp a p e r , a c ­
cording to the TV magazine 
P ano ram a, is a genuine 
product, made by Nebulae 
P roductions in Flushing, 
N Y. It consists of 14 half­
hour videotape casse tte s  
containing sights and scenes 
from  n a tu re , m ean t to 
tranquilize the buzzing brain.

“ The 1980s’ answ er to 
M uzak,” Panoram a calls it.

But television already has 
this product in abundance, 
you say  ... “ D iff ’re n t 
S trokes.” “ Vega*,” “Sheriff 
Lobo,” etc.

Indeed, on the very next 
p a g e  of th a t  is su e  of 
Panoram a, there’s a story 
about the popularity of radios 
tha t carry  the sound from TV 
stations. Why would anyone 
want to listen to TV on the 
radio?

B e c a u s e ,  P a n o r a m a  
reports a GE study as fin­
ding, “ a significant portion of 
the m arket uses TV as a 
background noise.”

I think it’s safe to extend

G E ’s findings to surm ise that 
all viewers use television as 
b ackground  noise, video 
w allpaper, if you will, a t least 
some of the time. And if you 
can get video w allpaper for 
free by simply turning on the 
set, why lay out the cash for a 
cassette?

T hat’s not to knock the 
product. P an o ram a  says 
Video W allpaper is used in 
m e n t a l  h o s p i t a l s  a n d  
biofeedback centers as a sort 
of video Valium (as the 
product's creator originally 
wanted to call it). It s just 
that not everyone owns a 
videotape machine, and, in
