Will Sophia be in jail
when show airs in U.S.?

HOLLYWOOD — Sophia Loren expects to learn soon
"If-I have mercy from the president of Italy" — or

if she wilt besentto jail.
She tells me that when she recently lost her latest

appeal on a 1963 Italian tax case and was informed she
was facing a $15,000 fine and a month in prison, "I
could not believe it. It was my tax attorneys who made
the mistake, but now it is I who must face the conse-
quences, .

"But if mercy is denied and I must go to jail, I will
go with my head held high, because I know I have done
nothing wrong. And I will go immediately, Italy is my
country. It is where my mother and sisters live, and I
will not allow this to keep me away. I want to get it
over and done with."

Which means that the international star could be in
prison while millions of Americans are watching
earlier chapters of her life unfold on Oct. 26 — when
NBC airs "Sophia," in which she portrays both her
mother and herself,
