Eastern Washington Section Emergency HF Net Preamble

Net control operations:
1. Net starts at 1845 Pacific Time. Be on frequency 10-15 minutes early to check conditions for propagation and interference. Ask for signal reports. Many members tune in early. Accept early check-ins.
2. Move to 3990 or 3995 KHz as necessary.
Does anyone object to starting the EWSEN on this frequency?
QST, QST, QST, this is {YOUR CALL SIGN} in {YOUR LOCATION} calling the EWSEN.
The use of relays is important for assuring all stations are heard. If you are asked to serve as an alternate net control, please do so. If you hear a weak station, call “RELAY”, and either I or an alternate net control will respond.
The purpose of this net is to support, test and maintain the communications capabilities of ARES, RACES, or ACS teams in eastern Washington. All amateurs interested in emergency communications are also invited to check in.
This net meets every Monday at 1845 Pacific Time on 3,985 kHz, with secondary frequencies of 3,990 and 3,995 kHz. Net control may shift up or down frequency because of interference or prior occupancy as necessary. The VHF portion of this net starts at 1815 Pacific Time on the KBARA repeater system and linked repeaters, locally in Spokane on frequencies 147.360 and 147.380 MHz, also on IRLP Reflector 9075, on Echolink at KB7ARA-R and on AllStar node 53587.  For those with Winlink capability, we also request you check in through Winlink at the tactical address EWA-WL2K between 1700 and 1900 Pacific Time.
You are also requested to check in to the Washington State Emergency Net every Saturday at 0900 Pacific Time on 3,985 kHz, also with secondary frequencies of 3,990 and 3,995 kHz.
This is a directed net. Make your call to Net Control with your call sign using standard phonetics slowly. Visitors are encouraged to register with your local ARES, RACES or ACS groups to become members of this net. Late and all visitor check-ins will be handled after the end of roll call.
Is there any emergency or priority traffic? (Handle now)
Are there any net reports or announcements? Give your call sign only, please. (Handle now)
Are there any mobile or emergency powered stations that wish to check in? (Handle now)
This is Net Control Station {YOUR CALL SIGN}.  Let’s begin the roll call. When checking in, please identify with your county, callsign and appointment.
