In this place you can see the nests of blue-wattled macaws, military parrots, tarechis parrots among other varieties of parrots. Likewise, it is possible to take photographs of a large portion of mountains and rivers belonging to the ANMI Madidi NP.

12.00 AM lunch served in the middle of the jungle.
After having enjoyed the sunset with the arrival of the different birds returning to their nests, we proceed to return to the camp to serve dinner.

DAY 3
8:00 AM Breakfast
9:00 AM Start of the walk along one of the trails to explore the different species of flora and fauna. During the walk the guide will explain about toxic plants, endemic plants, medicinal plants, edible fruits of the jungle, among other outstanding plants. Likewise, he will explain about the outstanding fauna of the Amazon rainforest. When explaining the traditional medicinal plants of the place, the guide will proceed to teach their preparation and application. If you are lucky, during the walk you will be able to see monkeys, snakes, toucans and a variety of insects.
11:00 Return to camp
13:30 LUNCH
15:30 Return to Rurrenabaque
17:30 Arrival at the port of Rurrenabaque. And return to the office to return the travel equipment and collect their respective luggage.
