The decades-long tradition
is back on Saturday, November 8 and December 6. Here's how you can
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participate and help the pickup go smoothly:

Bagged Leaf Pickup Best Practices:
e Use any paper or plastic bags you have. No need to buy expensive
yard bags!
¢ Please discard of leaves only. Including anything else in the bags will
cause issues at the composting facility.
e Make sure any and all bag are placed on your curb no later than 6 AM
on the pickup date.

Why it's important:
¢ Discarding of excess leaves help keep our storm water drains and
sewers clear.
¢ Excessive amounts of leaves on our roadways keep moisture on the
asphalt; causing the roads to deteriorate faster.
e Cleaning up our yards and roadways keep Springfield looking
beautiful!

Winter Fire Safety: Top Risks
and How to Prevent Them

As cold weather settles in and holiday activities pick up, fire risk in our
community increases significantly. Nearly one-third of all structure fires in
Springfield occur during November and December. Most of these incidents
are preventable with simple, proactive steps.

Leading Causes of Winter Fires

Heating equipment — especially space heaters

Portable heaters are one of the top causes of winter home fires. Maintain at
least 3 feet of clearance from bedding, curtains and furniture. Plug heaters
directly into the wall (never a power strip), ensure they have tip-over and
overheat protection and turn them off when you leave the room or go to
sleep.

Kitchen fires

Holiday cooking means more activity — and more distractions. Stay in the
kitchen when frying, grilling or broiling food. Keep stovetops clear of towels
and packaging, and keep lids nearby to smother flames if something ignites.

Candles and seasonal decorations

Decorations can dry out quickly around heat sources. Use battery-powered
candles, avoid overloading outlets and inspect light strands for cracked
wiring or damaged plugs before use.

Fireplaces and chimneys

Creosote buildup can cause chimney fires. Have fireplaces professionally
cleaned each year, use a sturdy screen to contain sparks and allow ashes to
cool completely before disposal in a metal container.

Simple Prevention Steps That Save Lives

* Test smoke alarms monthly and replace batteries twice per year.

e Ensure you have a working fire extinguisher accessible. The
Springfield Fire Rescue Division installs extinguishers at no cost for
residents who need one — call (937) 324-7600.

¢ Create and practice a home escape plan. Identify two ways out of
every room and a safe meeting place outside.

e Need alarms? SFRD installs smoke alarms free of charge for
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residents without a working unit — same phone number above.

Small changes make a big difference. By staying aware and following these
precautions, you can help protect your family — and your community —
throughout the winter season.

City of Springfield Partners
with Nehemiah Foundation to
Expand Warming Shelters

The City of Springdfield is partnering with the Nehemiah Foundation’s Faith
Community Crisis Response Team, the Salvation Army, Sheltered Inc. and
other local organizations to provide a warming shelter this winter for
residents needing a safe, warm place to stay when temperatures drop.

Under a proposed agreement between the City and the Nehemiah
Foundation, the warming shelter, located at the Salvation Army, 15 S. Plum
St., will open when temperatures reach 32 degrees Fahrenheit or below,
operating from 6 PM to 8 AM. During single-digit temperatures, the shelter
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will operate 24 hours until conditions improve.

Shelter guests will be provided dinner and breakfast daily, and case
management services will be available on-site to connect individuals with
housing resources, mental health support and other essential services.
Separate areas will also be available for men and for women and children.

The City Commission approved about $28,000 in partial funding for this effort
through a grant with the Nehemiah Foundation, supported by the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development’'s Community Development
Block Grant program.

“This partnership represents a unified community effort to care for our most
vulnerable residents,” said Logan Cobbs, Director of Community
Development. “By opening the shelter at a higher temperature threshold and
extending hours during extreme cold, we’re taking a crucial step to ensure
that everyone in our City has a safe and warm place to stay.”

The Nehemiah Foundation’s Faith Community Crisis Response Team will
oversee shelter operations and coordinate with local agencies including
Springfield Police, Fire/EMS and community service providers to ensure a
safe and supportive environment

“We’re all working together—faith groups, city leaders and community
organizations—to meet this need,” said Aaron Roy, Director of the Faith
Community Crisis Response Team at the Nehemiah Foundation. “Our goal is
not only to keep people warm but also to help connect them to long-term
solutions.”

Volunteers Needed

The Nehemiah Foundation is seeking volunteers to help staff the warming
shelter this winter. Volunteers assist with check-in, meal service, hospitality
and other supportive roles.
