During Easter week 

there were 155 who at-

tended youth camp in La 

Esperanza, Honduras. Of 

those who attended, there 

were 9 saved, plus many de-

cisions made for Christ. Attendance was limited due to 

the need for 40 mattresses that cost $22.00 each.  

Seminario Bautista Logos’ free internet platform 

will increase to $7,500.00 a year. Pray a less expensive 

server will be found. Ten of our own students will grad-

uate on August 23rd. This trimester there are 155 stu-

dents from nine countries. 

Three of my students in Lima, Peru, shared about 

a serious church problem. Answering their request, 

based on our past experiences I encouraged them to 

overcome the evil spirit by pleading the blood of Christ, 

Rev. 12:11. Pray for Carlos Sevillana, the seminary’s 

director, and the other faithful members as they pray for divine guidance. 

A trip to Guatemala in 1997 resulted in Francisco Martínez initiating seminary classes with 

seven students. Graduate Anibal Mendez began as pastor of Iglesia Bautista La Gracia in 2014. In 

2026 Bro. Francisco plans to initiate classes in his home country of El Salvador, plus plant a church 

in densely populated Santa Ana. Serving in three seminaries continues to produce new churches. 
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
