So here’s how this festival works...

Advance-purchase, event-only
tickets to enjoy unlimited food and
beverage tastings on the Causeway
for Friday OR Saturday night are
$205 per person ($224.01 with
service fees).

A two-night event bundle ticket is
also available, which offers a savings
of 10% off of individually-priced
one-night tickets. The Two-night
Bundle is $369.00 per person
($403.30 with service fees).

You’ll receive a wristband when you
arrive and then a map/guide to all of
the food booths. 

Don’t miss the live entertainment.

This festival, which will be held
November 14th and 15th, offers up
food and wine from Swan and
Dolphin’s MANY restaurants from
5:00-9:00PM, and you can eat it all
(and even go back for seconds) for
the single price of a festival ticket. 

You’ll also find a merchandise 
tent nearby! 

The Swan and Dolphin resorts are
a short walk from EPCOT, and
once again, they will host their
own festival called the Food &
Wine Classic.

There are special food booths,
drinks, and live music spread out
between both resorts. It’s a
worthwhile experience that
boasts a fun-filled evening with
impressive sips and bites.

Please
note that guests are responsible for
purchasing their own Causeway tickets.

‌convenient to attend the festival if
‌you’re also staying at the Swan &
‌Dolphin Resort.
