The	available	facilities	provide	a	
significant	opportunity	for	community	engagement	and	future	development.	
	
Financially,	the	church	is	debt	free	and	practices	responsible	stewardship	of	its	
resources.	The	absence	of	debt,	combined	with	spacious	and	versatile	facilities,	
positions	the	church	for	stability	and	long-term	growth.	
	
Cannon	Baptist	Church	is	a	close-knit	congregation	with	a	heart	for	faithfulness	and	
renewal.	Members	express	a	desire	to	reach	families	in	the	growing	Van	Alstyne	
community	and	to	see	the	church	strengthened	for	the	next	generation.
