General Information
I welcome you to Carver’s Driving Academy, my goal is to make each student a responsible driver on the roadways. 
There will be three instructors; our names are Ryan, Lora and Jen Carver 
Our in-person classes consist of 30 hours of class time / 10 hours of driving time. There is also a mandatory parental involvement component.*  Our in-person class schedule will typically be Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, 3 PM to 6 PM and Thursday 3 PM TO 4 PM. Unless noted differently, some months we will accommodate holidays, school breaks, etc. 
Our online class begins with a 1.5-hour parental/student meeting, followed by additional online time, 6 hours of in person class time and a final meeting to take the permit test. The online component to the class will be at the student’s own pace, however we recommend they should get 10 hours each week to get to their 30 hours within the 3-week timeframe we have set.  At the end of the 3 weeks, they will need to print their certificate and bring it with them for their test. There is also a mandatory parental involvement component.*

All absences will need to be made up before a permit test will be given. Make up cost will be $40.00 per hour.  Drive times need to be canceled by parents or guardians and will result in a charge of $30.00 per hour if we are unable to fill the drive time with another student, an exception will be made if canceled giving 24 hours’ notice. 
Dash cameras may be used in our cars and will stay on file for a period of time.
*Parent involvement includes a mandatory 1-hour parent drive, where the child’s legal guardian must be present for 1 hour of time driving with their student.

Written Final Exam 
A 50-question written exam over the subject matter covered will be given, after all course work and driving hours have been completed.  Students must score an 80% or higher to be issued their course completion certificate that acts as a 60-day temporary learner’s permit.
