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In reverence to Eternity, in homage to Guru Ramkinkar
(Ramesh Chandra), and in surrender to the divine guidance
of Daksinamiirti — the union of Siva and Sakti.
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The path to wisdom is eternal. The mind releases
countless pulses, scattering in all directions, often
chasing comfort and pleasure. Yet what is righteous and
what is not, we come to know only through the scriptures
and through the lessons life engraves upon us. Nothing
appears absolutely defined until a deeper realization
dawns within. Still, the dilemma continues — for
righteousness is not merely a rule to follow, but a light
we must discover.

But what is this light we seek, and why? The universe
itselfis veiled in vastness — mostly dark matter and dark
energy, unseen by the human eye. What we call light
comes only from burning stars, who give of themselves
to illuminate the void. Yet these stars too burn in pain —
sometimes violent, sometimes in silent agony — but in
their suffering they release warmth. Their brilliance is so
intense that our eyes cannot bear to see them as they
truly are; we only perceive the softened spectrum
reflected to us. Is that the light we are tracing back? The
light beyond what eyes can endure, the light born of
sacrifice, of fire, of an eternal offering?



But then comes the deeper question — why light, and not
the vast darkness that pervades the universe? The
answer stirs within: because darkness is the canvas, not
the destination. Darkness holds, but it does not reveal.
Light, though fleeting and born of fire, reveals the path,
awakens the eye, and reflects the hidden order within the
void. The soul does not yearn for darkness, for it already
knows silence; it yearns for light, for in light it recognizes
itself.

Like the star, we too are called to burn — to transform
struggle into radiance, to emit a light born of inner fire.
Our eyes may be bound to the physical spectrum, but our
soul is attuned to a higher radiance: the light of truth,
compassion, and consciousness. Thus, true wisdom
begins when one no longer chases the transient but
learns to struggle for the righteous motive. Though
difficult, it is never impossible, for each step on the
higher path is a victory over the impulses of the mind and
a movement toward the eternal light that is the essence
of all being.
