· Syrah – Bold and peppery, thriving in warmer subregions.

· Chardonnay – Ranges from fresh and mineral-driven to rich and oak-aged styles.
Wine Classification System
The Central Valley DO encompasses four key subregions, each contributing distinct characteristics to Chilean wine:
1. Maipo Valley – Known as the “Bordeaux of Chile,” it is famous for Cabernet Sauvignon, producing wines with elegance, structure, and aging potential.
2. Rapel Valley – Divided into Cachapoal and Colchagua Valleys, this area specializes in Carménère, Syrah, and Merlot, with rich, full-bodied expressions.
3. Curicó Valley – A diverse region producing both red and white wines, with a strong reputation for Chardonnay and Sauvignon Blanc.
4. Maule Valley – The largest and most traditional wine area, historically known for Carignan and old-vine reds, now embracing sustainable viticulture.
Notable Wine Styles
1. Classic Chilean Cabernet Sauvignon – Full-bodied, with black fruit, tobacco, and firm tannins.
2. Signature Carménère – Velvety, herbal, and spicy, with deep plum and cocoa notes.

4. Fresh Sauvignon Blanc – High acidity, citrus, and tropical fruit flavors.
5.  Chardonnay (Both Unoaked and Oaked) – Ranging from bright and mineral-driven to lush and buttery.
