Chan May Vietnam Walking Tour
Slide 1: Welcome to Chan May
Image cue: Aerial view of Chan May Port surrounded by forested hills and turquoise coastline.
Welcome to Chan May, Vietnam’s peaceful central coast port — a gateway to three of the country’s most remarkable destinations: Hue, the imperial city; Hoi An, the UNESCO-listed trading port; and Da Nang, Vietnam’s modern seaside metropolis.
But you don’t have to go far to enjoy the quiet beauty of central Vietnam. Today’s walking tour focuses on Lang Co, a fishing village just 15 minutes from the port, where you can experience daily life, local markets, and the natural beauty of the Hai Van coast.

Slide 2: Starting Point – Chan May Port
Image cue: Cruise ship docked at Chan May with green hills behind.
Your ship docks at Chan May Port, in Thua Thien–Hue Province. The terminal area is small and industrial, so you’ll take a short shuttle or taxi to the nearby village of Lang Co.
The road hugs the coast, offering beautiful views of the South China Sea and the Annamite Mountains rising inland. Once you arrive, you’ll find a laid-back fishing town with palm-lined streets and friendly locals.

Slide 3: Stop 1 – Lang Co Fishing Pier
Image cue: Wooden fishing boats anchored in calm blue waters.
Begin your walk at the Lang Co Fishing Pier, where brightly painted boats float beside nets drying in the sun.
This harbor has supplied fish and shellfish to the region for generations. You might see fishermen mending nets or unloading baskets of shrimp and squid.
It’s a great place to capture photos of Vietnam’s coastal life — colorful, calm, and timeless.

Slide 4: Stop 2 – Lang Co Lagoon (Lap An Lagoon)
Image cue: Shallow lagoon with stilt houses and misty mountains behind.
A few minutes’ walk north leads to Lap An Lagoon, one of Vietnam’s most picturesque coastal wetlands.
The lagoon is famous for oyster farms, mirrored waters, and reflections of the Bach Ma Mountains beyond. Locals often wade through the shallows collecting shellfish, while water buffalo graze along the shore.
It’s quiet, scenic, and feels far removed from modern bustle — one of the most peaceful spots on Vietnam’s central coast.

Slide 5: Stop 3 – Lang Co Local Market
Image cue: Colorful open-air market with fresh produce and seafood.
From the lagoon, stroll toward Lang Co Market, the heart of local life.
The market bursts with color — fruits piled high, herbs bundled with string, and vendors calling out prices. You’ll find bananas, mangos, fish, and handwoven baskets made from bamboo.
It’s friendly, lively, and ideal for trying small bites like banh bao (steamed pork buns) or nem lui, grilled pork skewers served with rice paper and herbs.

Slide 6: Stop 4 – Lang Co Beach
Image cue: Long stretch of golden sand with palm trees and fishing boats.
A short walk from the market brings you to Lang Co Beach, one of the most beautiful in central Vietnam.
The beach stretches for miles, backed by palms and quiet guesthouses. The water is warm, and you’ll often see local families swimming or enjoying a picnic under the trees.
Stop at a seaside café for a cold Sinh Tố (fruit smoothie) or fresh coconut water while you take in the ocean breeze.

Slide 7: Stop 5 – Local Temples and Shrines
Image cue: Small seaside pagoda with dragon roof and incense smoke rising.
Just inland from the beach stands a small Buddhist pagoda, where locals pray for calm seas and safe fishing.
The temple is modest but full of charm, with ceramic dragons, golden statues, and the scent of incense drifting through the courtyard.
Be respectful when visiting — remove your shoes and dress modestly. If monks are present, a polite bow and smile are always appreciated.

Slide 8: Stop 6 – Village Streets and Everyday Life
Image cue: Narrow road lined with houses, bicycles, and palm trees.
Wander through the side streets of Lang Co Village. You’ll pass small schools, cafés, and houses with family altars visible through open doors.
Children wave, neighbors chat over tea, and roosters crow from nearby yards — a reminder that this region remains deeply tied to its traditions and pace of life.

Slide 9: Optional Extension – Hai Van Pass Overlook
Image cue: Winding mountain road overlooking Lang Co Bay.
If you have extra time and transport, drive up the Hai Van Pass, one of the most scenic roads in Southeast Asia.
The winding mountain route climbs above Lang Co Bay, offering sweeping views of the ocean and the jungled hills below. At the summit, remnants of an old French fort mark the historical border between ancient kingdoms of Vietnam.
It’s a spectacular photo stop and an unforgettable addition to your day ashore.

Slide 10: Optional Add-Ons – Nearby Day Trips
Image cue: Imperial Citadel of Hue and lanterns along Hoi An’s river.
If you’re exploring beyond Lang Co:
· Visit Hue, the former imperial capital, known for its royal citadel and ancient pagodas (1 hour north).
· Explore Hoi An, a beautifully preserved trading port with lantern-lit streets (2 hours south).
· Or stop in Da Nang to see the Marble Mountains or enjoy the Dragon Bridge and beach promenade.
Each city tells a different chapter of Vietnam’s cultural story.

Slide 11: Return Toward Port
Image cue: Late afternoon light over Chan May Port with mountains behind.
As you return to Chan May, look back across the lagoon and coastline — the changing light gives the landscape a soft golden glow.
Back near the pier, small roadside stalls sell fresh fruit and coffee. It’s a pleasant way to wind down the day before reboarding your ship.

Slide 12: Closing Slide
Image cue: Sunset over Lap An Lagoon reflecting mountains and boats.
Chan May may be a small port, but it opens a window into the heart of central Vietnam — where mountains meet the sea, and ancient traditions live quietly beside daily life.
Whether you explored Lang Co’s markets, temples, or tranquil shorelines, you’ve seen what makes this region so special: simplicity, serenity, and a hospitality that feels entirely genuine.
From here, the adventures of Hue, Da Nang, and Hoi An are only a short journey away — but the memory of this peaceful fishing village might just stay with you the longest.
