Slide 1: Welcome to Durban
Image cue: Aerial view of Durban’s Golden Mile and Indian Ocean.
Welcome to Durban, South Africa’s warm, tropical port on the Indian Ocean. Known for its beaches, multicultural energy, and gateway access to wildlife reserves, Durban is where city life meets safari adventure.

Slide 2: A Port with Character
Image cue: Durban harbor and skyline.

The Durban Cruise Terminal, near the Point Waterfront, is only a few minutes from the city’s main attractions. Taxis and shuttles are readily available, and the Golden Mile — a beachfront promenade lined with hotels and cafés — is perfect for walking or cycling.
Durban’s tropical climate means warm weather year-round, ideal for exploring outdoors.

Slide 4: What to See and Do
Image cue: Moses Mabhida Stadium, uShaka Marine World, and beachfront views.
Start with the Golden Mile, stretching along Durban’s coastline with ocean views and street performers. Visit uShaka Marine World, one of Africa’s largest aquariums, then head to Moses Mabhida Stadium — take the SkyCar or walk the arch for spectacular city views.
Downtown, explore Warwick Junction Market, a network of colorful bazaars selling spices, textiles, and traditional beadwork.

Slide 5: Durban’s Cultural Mosaic
Image cue: Indian spice market and Zulu drummers.
Durban has the largest Indian population outside India, bringing vibrant flavor to the city’s food and culture. Stop at the Victoria Street Market, filled with fragrant spice stalls and Indian fabrics.
Zulu culture thrives here too — traditional music, dance, and crafts are found in nearby villages and museums. The KwaMuhle Museum tells Durban’s complex social story through its apartheid-era history.

Slide 6: Gateway to Safari Adventures
Image cue: Elephants and rhinos in Hluhluwe–Imfolozi Park.
Durban is your gateway to some of Africa’s most famous safari destinations:
· Hluhluwe–Imfolozi Park: Africa’s oldest wildlife reserve, known for rhino conservation and the Big Five.
· iSimangaliso Wetland Park: A UNESCO World Heritage Site with hippos, crocodiles, and flamingos.
· Shakaland: A cultural experience where you can learn Zulu traditions, music, and village life.
Most excursions are within two to three hours of the port — perfect for cruise day trips.

Slide 7: Cuisine and Flavors
Image cue: Bunny chow, seafood curry, and beachfront dining.
Durban’s food scene is spicy, flavorful, and unforgettable. Try bunny chow — a hollowed-out loaf of bread filled with curry — or a seafood curry rich in Indian and African spices.
Pair it with a local Castle Lager or Amarula, a creamy South African liqueur. The beachfront cafés serve everything from fresh fish to fusion cuisine with ocean views.

Slide 8: Local Tips
Image cue: South African Rand, Golden Mile promenade, and market scenes.
· Currency: South African Rand (ZAR). Credit cards widely accepted.
· Language: English and Zulu are most common.
· Safety: The port and Golden Mile are safe during the day; use taxis at night.
· Dress: Light, casual clothing — Durban is warm year-round.
· Tipping: 10–15% in restaurants and for drivers.

Slide 9: Day Trips and Nature Escapes
Image cue: Drakensberg Mountains, Midlands Meander, and coastal views.
Beyond the city, explore the Drakensberg Mountains for hiking and rock art, or follow the Midlands Meander, a scenic drive through craft shops, tea gardens, and farms.
Closer to the coast, visit Umhlanga Rocks or Ballito, charming beach towns with relaxed vibes and whale-watching opportunities in season.

Slide 10: The Spirit of Durban
Image cue: Sunset over the Indian Ocean with surfers.
Durban is a city of sun, surf, and safari — a fusion of cultures and experiences. From Zulu heritage to curry kitchens, from beachfront markets to wild game reserves, this is South Africa at its most vibrant and welcoming.
