Iconic Collaborations:
· Mouton Rothschild x Picasso/Dali/Warhol (Since 1945, a new artist yearly)
· Opus One’s label (Designed by a Bauhaus artist to symbolize harmony)
· Penfolds x Artist Editions (Aussie wines with Aboriginal dot paintings)
Avant-Garde Experiments:
· Bodega Garzón’s ‘Submerged’ wines (Aged underwater near sculptures)
· Marqués de Riscal’s ‘Frank Gehry’ cellar (Titanium ribbons = liquid Bilbao Guggenheim)
Quirky & Cool:
· Bottle Poetry (19 Crimes’ labels turn into AR storytelling)
· Château La Coste’s vineyard (Open-air art museum with Tadao Ando installations)
California’s Rebel Canvas:
· Kenwood Vineyards’ Artist Series
· A Sonoma secret since 1976, featuring local artists like Bill Cone and Christine Schwartz
· Backstory: The 1985 Cabernet’s label was painted by Schwartz after she snuck into the vineyard at dawn for inspiration (now that’s dedication).
· Why It Rocks: Museum-worthy labels at everyday prices (<$35)—and they pioneered artist collabs before it was cool.
Wine Nerd Alert!
"Kenwood’s first artist, Robert Hartman (1976), traded paintings for wine—making him the original ‘influencer’ before Instagram existed."

Practical Takeaways
1. Spot Investment-Worthy Bottles:
· Limited-edition artist labels (e.g., Mouton Rothschild) often gain value.
· Warning: Fake art bottles exist—buy from reputable auctions/retailers.
2. Host an Art & Wine Night:
· Pair wines with their label artists’ styles (e.g., Warhol labels with Pop Art snacks).
· DIY Idea: Have guests design labels for mystery wines, then taste blind.
3. Visit ‘Wine Art’ Destinations:
· Spain: Marqués de Riscal’s Gehry-designed hotel
· France: Château La Coste’s sculpture trail
· Australia: Penfolds’ Magill Estate gallery
