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My Port Philosophy
Gibraltar mixes British familiarity with Mediterranean charm. The Rock is compact enough to explore on your own. Skip big coach tours unless heading to Tangier. Bring sturdy footwear and a sense of wonder—it’s a day you can easily manage solo.

Money
· Currency: British Pound (£)
· Gibraltar uses UK currency—but accepts euros at tourist rates. Cards are widely accepted.
· Duty‑free shopping makes some goods notably cheaper 

Don’t Miss the Ship
· Confirm if ship operates on local time—you set your own alarms.
· Ship-sponsored tours are guaranteed; solo explorations need buffer time.
· Always have your passport, credit card, and port agent contact.
· If you're off-schedule, find the port agent at the terminal for help.

Things You Should Know
· Gibraltar is a British Overseas Territory at the southern tip of Spain. The iconic Rock dominates the view 
· Famous for the Barbary macaques, the only wild monkeys in Europe, said to bring good luck if they stay.
· A hub of military history: tunnels, WWII bunkers, and strategic ruins dot the Rock.

Climate
· Spring/summer: highs around 80 °F (27 °C), winters mild.
· Sunshine dominates—wear sunscreen and stay hydrated.

Walking Tour & Port Map
This loop offers a rich mix of history, nature, and local color in about 3 hours:
1. Port & Marina – Start at the cruise terminal and explore Ocean Village.
2. Main Street & Casemates Square – Pedestrianized, charming, with shops and cafés.
3. Cable Car Base Station – Ride up or walk partway toward Skywalk.
4. Upper Rock Nature Reserve – Key stops:
· Apes’ Den – See the macaques.
· Skywalk Viewing Platform – Panoramic views.
· St Michael’s Cave – Illuminated stalactites, plus medieval & WWII tunnels.
· Mediterranean Steps – Steep nature trail with dramatic views.
5. Moorish Castle & Great Siege Tunnels – Fortress ruins and defensive tunnels.
6. Return via King’s Bastion & Alameda Gardens – British military architecture meets lush gardens.
7. Back to Port – Descend or taxi to Casemates Square and walk back.
