Self-Guided Walking Tour: Lomé, Togo
Approx. Time: 2 hours | Total Distance: 1.3 miles (2 km) | Start & End: Lomé Cruise Terminal, Port of Lomé

1. Lomé Cruise Terminal and Seafront Boulevard (Start)
Time: Begin directly from the port
Highlight: Step out of the Port of Lomé, one of West Africa’s few deep-water harbors, and walk toward Boulevard du Mono, the city’s scenic seafront road. The air is warm and filled with the sound of waves and motorbikes.
Tip: Morning is the best time to walk before the midday heat.

2. Independence Monument
Time: 10-minute walk east from the port
What to See: The Monument de l’Indépendance stands tall at the heart of Lomé, built to commemorate Togo’s independence in 1960. The marble obelisk and gardens surrounding it make a great first photo stop.
Photo Stop: Capture the monument with palm trees and the ocean as a backdrop.

3. Lomé Cathedral (Cathédrale du Sacré-Cœur)
Time: 5-minute walk north along Avenue de la Paix
Highlight: This striking German-built cathedral, completed in 1902, is a landmark of colonial architecture. Its red-and-white twin spires are visible from across downtown Lomé.
Inside: Step in to admire the stained-glass windows and cool, quiet atmosphere. Modest attire is recommended.

4. Grand Marché (Central Market)
Time: 10-minute walk northeast from the cathedral
What to See: The Grand Marché is Lomé’s vibrant commercial center — a bustling maze of stalls selling colorful fabrics, beads, spices, and baskets. It’s especially known for wax print cloth, worn throughout West Africa.
Tip: Haggling is normal, but always with a smile. Keep valuables close and bring small bills for easier bargaining.

5. Togo National Museum (Musée National du Togo)
Time: 10-minute walk southwest toward the government quarter
Highlight: Located in the Palais des Congrès, the museum displays artifacts from Togo’s diverse ethnic groups — wood carvings, traditional masks, and pottery. Exhibits are compact but well presented.
Note: Signs are mostly in French, but staff are friendly and will often explain displays in English.

6. Place de la Colombe de la Paix (Dove of Peace Square)
Time: 10-minute stroll along the Corniche
What to See: A massive white dove sculpture symbolizing peace and unity stands at the city’s eastern edge. It’s one of Lomé’s most recognizable landmarks and a popular meeting point.
Tip: From here, the coastal view is excellent, especially in late afternoon light.

7. Lomé Beachfront Return
Time: 15-minute easy walk west along Boulevard du Mono
Highlight: Return toward the port along the sandy waterfront, lined with fishing boats and palm trees. You’ll pass small beach cafés and juice stands — the perfect place to stop for a fresh coconut or ginger drink.
Optional: Try a local snack such as akpan (fermented corn pudding) or grilled fish with plantains before heading back to your ship.

Local Tips
· Currency: West African CFA Franc (XOF); small euro notes accepted.
· Language: French official; English and Ewe commonly spoken.
· Dress: Light, casual clothing; modest attire for churches.
· Safety: City center and seafront are safe during the day; stay alert in markets.
· Hydration: Carry bottled water — Lomé’s tropical climate is warm and humid.
· Tipping: 10% appreciated for guides, cafés, and drivers.

Total Walking Time: ~2 hours (plus market and café stops)
Difficulty: Easy – flat terrain with shaded sidewalks
