· Beach bars like The Greenhouse or Honky Tonk Bar serve cold drinks and fresh seafood.
· For adventure seekers, jet ski rentals and banana boat rides are available.

· The main shopping artery of Philipsburg, stretching parallel to the boardwalk.

· Look out for Guavaberry Emporium, where you can sample and buy the island’s signature guavaberry rum.
· The colorful mix of Dutch colonial and Caribbean architecture adds to the charm.

· The iconic white-and-green wooden structure is still used as a courthouse today.
· A great photo stop, especially when adorned with Dutch and St. Martin flags.

· Exhibits include pre-Columbian Arawak artifacts, colonial relics, and stories of the island’s salt trade.
· A hidden gem, perfect for those interested in the deeper history of the island.
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🌅 Stop 6:  (2-minute walk from the Museum)
· A lively oceanfront promenade offering beautiful views of Great Bay.
· Lined with restaurants, bars, and street vendors, making it a great place to grab a local snack.
· Try Johnny Cakes or Conch Fritters at Lazy Lizard or Big Wood Grill.
· Perfect for a relaxed stroll before heading back to the cruise port.

✔ Total walking distance: Approx. 1.5 km (1 mile)
✔ Estimated time: 30–45 minutes (longer if you shop, eat, or swim)
✔ Best time to go: Morning or early afternoon to beat the heat
