· Currency: Euro (€)
· Exchange rate around €1 = $1.08 USD
· Credit/debit cards are broadly accepted. Have some cash for small cafés, markets, or local vendors who prefer it.

Don’t Miss the Ship
· Confirm whether the ship uses local or ship’s time—set your own alarm to be safe.
· Ship-organized tours come with a guarantee to return on time; go solo and you're on your own.
· Carry your passport, credit card, and the dock’s port agent phone number.
· If you're late, the port agent at the terminal can assist you.

· Located on the Arade River, Portimão is steeped in fishing and sardine canning history.
