1. Region Overview
· Geographic Location: The Rheingau wine region is located in western Germany, primarily along the northern bank of the Rhine River, stretching from Wiesbaden to Lorch. · Eastern Rheingau (Hattenheim to Hochheim): Warmer climate results in rounder, fruit-forward wines.
