Santarem Brazil Walking Tour

Santarém Self-Guided Walking Tour: Where the Waters Meet
Starting Point: Santarém Cruise Port (Porto de Santarém)
Total Distance: Approximately 2 miles (3.2 km) round trip
Estimated Time: 2 to 2.5 hours at a relaxed pace
Difficulty: Easy — primarily flat urban terrain.
Language Note: Portuguese is the official language. Basic phrases will be greatly appreciated.

1. From the Port to the Meeting of the Waters (Encontro das Águas)
Begin your tour at the Santarém Cruise Port. Your first objective is the city's most famous natural wonder. Walk east along the waterfront promenade for about 15-20 minutes. You'll soon reach the best vantage point to witness the "Encontro das Águas"—the stunning meeting of the dark, coffee-colored Rio Tapajós and the muddy, ochre-colored Amazon River. They flow side-by-side for several kilometers without mixing, a breathtaking natural phenomenon.
Tip: The view is best from the Miradouro do Encontro das Águas (Viewpoint of the Meeting of the Waters). The contrast is most visible on a sunny day.
2. Praça do Pescador (Fisherman's Square)
Follow the waterfront back towards the city center to Praça do Pescador. This lively square is the heart of Santarém's river culture. Here, you can watch fishermen mending their nets and unloading the day's catch. The square is a hub of local activity and offers a genuine glimpse into the daily life of this riverine community.
Time here: 20 minutes
Tip: Early morning is the most active time at the square, but it's vibrant throughout the day.
3. Catedral Nossa Senhora da Conceição
From the square, walk a few blocks inland to the Igreja Matriz (Catedral Nossa Senhora da Conceição). This historic church, built with stones brought from Portugal in the 18th century, is the city's oldest and most important religious site. Its simple yet elegant facade and peaceful interior stand as a testament to Santarém's long history.
Time here: 15 minutes
Tip: Notice the church's prominent location on a small hill, a common feature of colonial-era Portuguese towns.
4. Centro Cultural João Fona & Casa do Artesão
Next to the cathedral, visit the Centro Cultural João Fona, housed in a beautifully preserved colonial building. It offers exhibits on the region's history and archaeology. Just a short walk away, you'll find the Casa do Artesão, a cooperative shop selling beautiful handicrafts made from local materials like rubber, wood, seeds, and ceramics. It's the best place in the city to find authentic souvenirs.
Time here: 30 minutes
Tip: Bargaining is not common here. The prices are fair and support local artisans directly.
5. Lunch Stop — A Taste of the Tapajós
After exploring, head to a local restaurant or lanchonete to sample the flavors of Pará state. The area around Praça Mirante do Rio offers several options with stunning river views. Must-try dishes include pato no tucupi (duck in a wild manioc sauce), tacacá (a hot and sour shrimp soup), or the incredibly fresh filhote fish grilled with local herbs.
Tip: Wash it all down with a cold açaí (here, it's often served unsweetened as a side dish) or a Guaraná Jesus, the iconic pink soft drink from northern Brazil.
6. Orla de Santarém & Mercado Municipal
Walk back towards the port along the renovated Orla de Santarém (waterfront promenade). This is a lovely area for a stroll, with benches, gardens, and constant views of the Tapajós River. You'll pass the Mercado Municipal, a bustling market where you can see and smell an array of Amazonian fruits, fish, and regional products.
Time here: 20-30 minutes
Tip: This is a great place to try some exotic fruits like cupuaçu, bacuri, or soursop from a vendor.
7. Return to the Port
The walk from the market back to the cruise port is a short and easy 10-minute stroll along the waterfront, completing your loop.
Tip: If the heat is intense, the shaded paths along the Orla provide a pleasant respite. Taxis are also readily available if you wish to skip the final walk.

Before You Go
· Currency: The Brazilian Real (BRL). Have small notes on hand for market purchases and small eateries.
· Safety: The waterfront and main squares are generally safe during the day. As always, be aware of your surroundings and avoid displaying expensive electronics or jewelry.
· Weather: Santarém has a hot, humid, and rainy tropical climate. Lightweight, breathable clothing, a hat, strong sunscreen, and a water bottle are essential. Be prepared for sudden rain showers.
· Etiquette: A friendly "Bom dia" (Good morning) or "Boa tarde" (Good afternoon) before any interaction is a sign of respect. The pace of life here is relaxed, so be patient.
