Slide 1: Welcome to Dakar, Senegal
Image cue: Aerial view of Dakar’s peninsula and the Atlantic coastline.
Welcome to Dakar, the westernmost city on the African continent and one of the most dynamic ports in West Africa. Perched on the Cape Verde Peninsula, Dakar blends French colonial heritage, African artistry, and coastal energy. It’s a city of rhythm and resilience — where the sound of the waves mixes with the beat of the drums.

Slide 2: A City at the Crossroads
Image cue: Map of Senegal highlighting Dakar.
Dakar was once a key outpost of the French Empire and the final port before crossing the Atlantic. Today, it’s the capital of Senegal and a symbol of modern West Africa — cosmopolitan yet deeply connected to tradition.
The city’s mix of African, Islamic, and European influences makes it one of the most culturally rich destinations in the region.

Slide 3: Getting Around
Image cue: Dakar Cruise Terminal, taxis, and ferries.
Cruise ships dock at the Port of Dakar, conveniently close to the city center. Taxis and local guides are available at the pier, and most attractions are within 15–30 minutes.
The local currency is the West African CFA Franc (XOF), shared by several West African countries. French is the official language, though many people also speak Wolof. English is understood in tourist areas.

Slide 4: What to See in Dakar
Image cue: African Renaissance Monument, Kermel Market, and Cathedral of Dakar.
Start with the African Renaissance Monument, the tallest statue in Africa, overlooking the Atlantic. It celebrates freedom and resilience and offers panoramic views from the top.
Next, explore Kermel Market, a colorful circular building filled with local crafts, spices, and produce. Visit the Cathedral of Our Lady of Victories, an elegant fusion of African and European styles, or the IFAN Museum of African Arts, one of the oldest museums in West Africa.

Slide 5: Gorée Island – Memory and Reflection
Image cue: Gorée Island and the Door of No Return.
A short ferry ride from the port takes you to Gorée Island, a UNESCO World Heritage Site and one of the most poignant places in Africa. From the 15th to the 19th century, millions of enslaved Africans passed through the House of Slaves, whose Door of No Return opens onto the Atlantic.
Today, Gorée is peaceful — its pastel houses, quiet streets, and museums serve as a place of remembrance and reflection.

Slide 6: The Rhythm of Dakar
Image cue: Drummers, dancers, and local nightlife.
Dakar is alive with music. It’s the birthplace of Mbalax, a fusion of traditional sabar drumming and modern pop made famous by Youssou N'Dour. You’ll hear it everywhere — from clubs in the Almadies district to beach bars along the Corniche.
Evenings in Dakar pulse with energy, blending African rhythm, jazz, and Afrobeat into a sound all its own.

Slide 7: Markets and Handicrafts
Image cue: Sandaga Market and local artisans.
For local shopping, head to Sandaga Market, a maze of stalls selling textiles, wood carvings, jewelry, and leather goods. Nearby, the Village des Arts hosts studios for painters and sculptors, offering a glimpse into Senegal’s thriving creative scene.
Be ready to bargain — it’s part of the fun and an important local custom.

Slide 8: Dakar’s Natural Beauty
Image cue: Ngor Island and Pink Lake (Lac Rose).
· Ngor Island: Just offshore, this laid-back island offers sandy beaches, surf schools, and seafood restaurants — perfect for a relaxing half-day trip.
· Lac Rose (Pink Lake): A surreal salt lake that glows pink in sunlight, about 20 miles from the port. It was the finish line for the original Paris–Dakar Rally.
· Les Mamelles Cliffs: Twin volcanic hills marking the peninsula’s edge, crowned by the Renaissance Monument and lighthouse.

Slide 9: Cuisine of Senegal
Image cue: Thieboudienne, yassa chicken, and bissap drink.
Senegalese food is among the most flavorful in Africa. The national dish, Thieboudienne, is a rich fish-and-rice stew simmered with tomato and vegetables. Try chicken yassa, marinated in lemon and onion, or mafé, a savory peanut stew.
Wash it down with bissap, a sweet hibiscus drink, or Gazelle beer, brewed locally.

Slide 10: Local Tips
Image cue: Currency, taxis, and ocean promenade.
· Currency: West African CFA Franc (XOF).
· Language: French and Wolof.
· Dress: Light, modest clothing; respect local customs.
· Safety: City center and tourist sites are safe by day; use taxis at night.
· Tipping: Around 10% in restaurants and for guides.
· Weather: Warm year-round, with a dry season from November to May.

Slide 11: Day Trips Beyond Dakar
Image cue: Bandia Reserve, Saly beaches, and traditional villages.
· Bandia Wildlife Reserve: An hour inland — see giraffes, zebras, and antelope on a half-day safari.
· Saly Resort Area: Beachfront hotels and restaurants perfect for a relaxing afternoon.
· Joal-Fadiouth: A scenic village built on a shell island, connected by a wooden footbridge.
These make ideal excursions for travelers wanting to see more of Senegal’s landscape and culture.

Slide 12: The Spirit of Senegal
Image cue: Sunset over Dakar’s Corniche.
Dakar is more than a port — it’s a gateway to West Africa’s heart and soul. The rhythm of the drums, the smiles of the people, and the ocean breeze create a sense of life that lingers long after you’ve left.
