I. Christians Have a Different Identity 
Scripture reminds believers that once we follow Christ, our identity changes. In First Epistle of Peter 2:11 we read: 
“Beloved, I urge you as strangers and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts which war against the soul.”
Peter describes believers as strangers and pilgrims. 
That does not mean Christians are strange people. 
It means we are temporary residents in a world that is not our final home. Our culture says: 
● Follow your desires 
● Do whatever makes you happy 
● Define your own truth 
But the Christian life follows a different authority—the Word of God. 
Illustration: The Ambassador 
Think about how an ambassador works. 
An ambassador from one country lives in another country. They may live there for years. They learn the language, understand the culture, and interact with the people. 
But there is something important to remember: 
They represent another nation. 
Their loyalty is not to the country they are living in—it is to the country they represent. Christians are like ambassadors. 
The Apostle Paul writes in Second Epistle to the Corinthians 5:20: 
“Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ…” 
We live in this world, but we represent the Kingdom of God.
