III. Jesus Was the Perfect Example 
Jesus Himself demonstrated how to live in the world without becoming part of its corruption.
He ate with sinners. 
He spoke with tax collectors. 
He showed compassion to people society rejected. 
But He never compromised the truth. 
When people encountered Jesus, two things always happened: 
They experienced grace and they heard the truth. 
This balance is important for believers today. 
Some Christians isolate themselves so much from the world that they never influence anyone. Others become so blended with the world that no one can see any difference. Jesus showed us a better way. 
He was close enough to reach people but holy enough to remain different.
