II. Temptation Often Targets Our Weakness 
Matthew 4:2–3 
“After fasting forty days and forty nights, He was hungry. Then the tempter came…” Satan waited until Jesus was physically weak.
The enemy often attacks: 
● When we are tired 
● When we are discouraged 
● When we feel lonely 
● When we are under pressure 
Illustration 
A fisherman doesn’t throw his hook where there are no fish. He casts it where the fish are feeding. 
Likewise, Satan studies human weakness and casts temptation where we are most vulnerable. But weakness does not mean defeat. 
2 Corinthians 12:9 
“My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness.” God’s power shows up strongest where we feel weakest. ✨
