III. Temptation Often Twists Legitimate Needs 
Satan tempted Jesus to turn stones into bread. 
Was hunger wrong? No. 
The temptation was to meet a legitimate need in the wrong way and outside God's will. Many temptations work this way. 
Examples: 
Need Temptation
Loneliness Wrong relationships Stress Unhealthy escapes Ambition Dishonesty 
Financial pressure 
Compromise integrity 
The enemy rarely tempts us with obvious evil. Instead, he distorts good desires. Illustration 
Counterfeit money is not printed to look ridiculous—it is designed to look very close to the real thing. 
Temptation often looks close to what is good, but it leads us away from God's will.
