[bookmark: _shkp2pzf9aa6]Key Question
Do believers receive the Holy Spirit at the moment of salvation, or is it a later experience?
The Bible teaches that every true believer receives the Holy Spirit when they trust in Jesus Christ for salvation.
[bookmark: _7j71g64gy758]1. The Holy Spirit Comes to Every Believer at Salvation
The Holy Spirit is given the moment a person believes in Christ.
Romans 8:9
“Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His.”
If the Spirit is not present, the person does not belong to Christ.
Ephesians 1:13
“Having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise.”
[bookmark: _dnp57opo5f1t]Key Truth
Salvation and the gift of the Holy Spirit happen together.
Illustration
Just as an official seal confirms ownership on an important document, the Holy Spirit is God’s seal showing we belong to Him.
2. The Baptism of the Spirit Places Us Into the Body of Christ
The baptism of the Holy Spirit describes how God places believers into the family of Christ.
1 Corinthians 12:13
“For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body… and have all been made to drink into one Spirit.”
Notice the word “all.”
Every believer receives this spiritual baptism.
[bookmark: _7asywuunonv]Key Truth
The Spirit unites all Christians into one spiritual family — the Church.
[bookmark: _bwqyzcllgrd6]3. The Book of Acts Shows the Beginning of the Church
In the book of Acts, people sometimes received the Holy Spirit at different moments.
Examples include:
• Acts 2 — Jews at Pentecost
• Acts 8 — Samaritans receive the Spirit
• Acts 10 — Gentiles receive the Spirit
• Acts 19 — Disciples of John receive the Spirit
* Read John chapters 14-16, very important  concerning the Holy Spirit.
These were historic events showing the Gospel was for all people.
After this foundational period, the pattern becomes clear:
Believe in Christ → Receive the Holy Spirit.
[bookmark: _1i93bzl7ozsn]4. Baptism of the Spirit vs. Filling of the Spirit
These two ideas are different.
[bookmark: _j6hw4nkex0af]Baptism of the Spirit
Occurs once at salvation.
[bookmark: _z93shddwtp0]Filling of the Spirit
Occurs many times as believers surrender to God's leadership.
Ephesians 5:18
“Be filled with the Spirit.”
This means believers should continually allow the Spirit to guide their lives.
[bookmark: _f1lg909odky9]5. Evidence of the Spirit in a Believer’s Life
The Spirit produces spiritual fruit in a believer's life.
Galatians 5:22–23
“The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.”

The greatest evidence of the Holy Spirit is a transformed life becoming more like Christ.

If you have trusted Jesus Christ as your Savior:
• You are sealed with the Holy Spirit
• You are part of the body of Christ
• Your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit
1 Corinthians 6:19
“Your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you.”
