✨ At Shekina School, we met the mother and headteacher of the Augustine family, ensuring their

children’s education continued.

✨ In the bustling market, we priced food with support, preparing to deliver nourishment where it was

most needed.

✨ At St Stephen’s Orphanage, we sat with teenage children, listened to their stories, and delivered food

that spoke of care and dignity.
