Why Love Matters Here

Jesus shows us that love is not heroic isolation—it is shared obedience, shared suffering,
and shared care.

God’s Love Above All
God did not design partnership as hierarchy.
He designed it as mutual aid.

His love does not ask one person to pour endlessly while the other remains unsure how to
give. God’s love flows between hearts—circulating, renewing, sustaining.

When love pools in one place, exhaustion follows. When it flows, both are strengthened.



A Gentle Invitation — How We Can Do Better

This is not about blame.
It is about awareness.

We can begin by:
e speaking needs before they harden into resentment
e asking one another, »What.would.help.you.feel.less.alone.right.now?«
e allowing support to look different for each person

Some people help with words.
Some with presence.
Some by learning to stay instead of fix.

All are acts of love.
The Spirit of Truth teaches couples quietly:

You are not meant to suffer side by side in silence.

e Where am | carrying more than I’ve named?
e What have | been afraid to ask for?
e How do I tend to offer help—and how do | struggle to receive it?
¢ What would shared support look like in my relationship today?
