PRIVACY POLICY

TheOrganicNinja.com (“TheOrganicNinja,” “we,” “our,” “us”), is a website located at the URL www.theorganicninja.com (“Website”).  This is our Privacy Policy which is expressly incorporated by reference into, and is an integral part of, our Terms of Use.
The Private Policy describes the type of information we collect from you and/or that you may provide us when you visit and/or use our Website. “You/your/user(s)” means you as a user of our Website.
By accessing our Website, you acknowledge this Privacy Policy and agree to be bound by the terms hereof, the Terms of Use, and any other terms or policies we post on the Website.  If at any time you do not agree to this Privacy Policy (or the Terms of Use), please do not use the Website or provide us with any personal information.
We respect your privacy and understand that you have a right to know why we collect your personal information and what we do with it. This Privacy Policy applies to information we collect through our Website (as defined below).  We use cookies in operating our Website including to collect statistics, understand our users and their activity and target marketing.  By using this Website you consent to our use of cookies.  We do not sell your personal information to Third Parties.
We reserve the right to change or update this Privacy Policy by posting such changes or updates to the Website or emailing you notice of the changes. Amendments to this Privacy Policy will be posted at this URL and will be effective when posted. You can tell if this Privacy Policy has changed by checking the last modified date that appears at the end of this Privacy Policy. Your continued use of the Website following the posting of any amendment, modification or change shall constitute your acceptance thereof.
YOUR SECURITY
We strive to keep your Personal Information private and safe. We take commercially reasonable physical, electronic and administrative steps to maintain the security of Personal Information collected, including limiting the number of people who have physical access to database servers, as well as employing electronic security systems and password protections that guard against unauthorized access.
Unfortunately, despite our best efforts, the transmission of data over the Internet cannot be guaranteed to be 100% secure, and online access to websites carries some risks of loss. While we will use reasonable means to ensure the security of information you transmit through the Website, any transmission of Personal Information is at your own risk. We cannot guarantee that such information will not be intercepted by third parties, and we will not be liable for any breach of the security of your Personal Information resulting from causes or events that are beyond our control, including, without limitation, your own act or omission, corruption of storage media, defects in third-party data security products or services, power failures, natural phenomena, riots, acts of vandalism, hacking, malware, viruses, ransomware, sabotage, or terrorism, and we are not responsible for unauthorized circumvention of any privacy settings or security measures contained on the Website.  You assume the risks of loss from all of the foregoing when you use our Website or provide us with Personal Information.
INFORMATION WE COLLECT
We collect various information that identifies you as a person (“Personal Information”) in two ways. First, we collect Personal Information that you provide to us. Second, we collect certain Automated Information that may contain Personal Information when you use our Website.
Personal Information You Provide to Us
The Personal Information you provide to us is generally:
· contact details including name, email, address, and telephone number
We collect Personal Information directly from you when you provide it to us. This typically occurs when you:
· Sign up for any of our email lists
· Send us an inquiry through our Website
· Sign up for our Newsletter
Automated Information
We also collect information, some of which may be Personal Information, through automated means when you visit our Website (“Automated Information”) such as:
· the IP address of the device you use to connect to the internet (which may include information about your geographic location)
· the unique identifiers of your device
· your browser characteristics
· your device characteristics
· your operating system
· information on actions taken by you on our Website
· dates and times of your visits to our Website
· the pages you accessed on our Website
We collect Automated Information automatically as you navigate through our Website as explained further below.
We may collect information, which may include certain Personal Information data such as your IP address, from your browser when you use our Website. We use a variety of methods, such as cookies and pixel tags to collect this information, which may include your (a) IP-address; (b) unique cookie identifier, cookie information and information on whether your device has software to access certain features; (c) unique device identifier and device type; (d) domain, browser type and language; (e) operating system and system settings; (f) country and time zone; (g) information about your interaction with our Website such as click behavior; and (h) access times and referring URLs.  
Most web browsers automatically accept cookies. If you do not wish to have cookies on your system, you can set your browser to refuse them. Please review the specific instructions from your browser in order to do this. However, please note that not accepting cookies may make certain features of our Website unavailable or difficult to view or use.
In some of our email messages we may use a “click-through URL” linked to content on our Website. When you click one of these URLs, you will pass through our web server before arriving at the destination web page. We track this click-through data to help us determine interest in particular topics and measure the effectiveness of our Website. If you prefer not to be tracked through our emails, simply avoid clicking text or graphic links in the email.
HOW WE USE THE INFORMATION WE COLLECT
Most commonly we will use your Personal Information in the following circumstances:
· Where you have asked us to do so, or consented to us doing so;
· Where we need to do so in order to perform a contract we have entered into with you;
· Where it is necessary for our legitimate interests (or those of a third party) and your fundamental rights do not override those interests; and
· Where we need to comply with a legal or regulatory obligation.
SHARING PERSONAL INFORMATION WITH THIRD PARTIES
We are committed to maintaining your trust and we want you to understand when and with whom we may share Personal Information and information collected about you. We do not share your Personal Information with any third parties except as set forth herein.
We may disclose your Personal Information to outside individuals and/or companies that help us bring you the services we offer and to create, operate, and maintain our Website. For example, we may work with third parties to: (a) manage a database of personal information; (b) assist us in distributing e-mails; (c) assist us with data collection; (d) provide data storage and analysis; (e) provide fraud prevention; (f) provide customer service; (g) provide other services designed to assist us in developing and running our Website and maximizing our business potential. We require that these outside companies agree to keep all information shared with them confidential and to use the information only to perform their obligations to us.
If we seek investors or go through a business transition, including but not limited to, a merger, acquisition by another company, or a sale of all or a portion of our assets, your Personal Information may be shared as part of the negotiation of the transaction and will likely be among the assets transferred in the event of a sale or partial sale of our assets.
We may disclose your Personal Information when legally required to do so, to cooperate with law enforcement investigations or other legal proceedings, to protect against misuse or unauthorized use of the Website, to limit our legal liability and protect our rights or to protect the rights, property or safety of Users of the Website or the public.

If you use a third-party website or application (e.g. Linkedin, Instagram, Twitter) to access our Website, your activities on such third-party sites or apps are governed by the privacy practices of those sites or apps. The privacy policies of other sites and apps may differ significantly from ours, and we have no control over the operation of those sites or apps or the manner in which they collect, store, or process data.
YOUR CHOICES ABOUT HOW WE USE YOUR INFORMATION AND OPTING OUT
There are ways by which you can control how your Personal Information is used.
Tracking

If you do opt-in to receive any of our emails, you may opt-out by clicking on the “unsubscribe” link found in emails we send to you. Please allow up to ten (10) business days for changes to your email preferences to take effect. During that time, you may continue to receive email communications from us that were already in process. Opting out of receiving our communications will not affect your receipt of service-related communications, such as if you request information from us, or if we have a data breach, or other such communications for which we have a legal obligation to inform you and/or to prevent fraud or harm to our Website, our business, and/or third parties
DISCLOSURE FOR LEGAL PURPOSES
You hereby authorize us to disclose any of your Personal Information pursuant to judicial and administrative proceedings and to law enforcement or government agencies if we are legally required to do so. You also authorize us to disclose Personal Information if we believe the disclosure is necessary or appropriate in the event of an investigation of improper or illegal conduct in connection with the Website, such as fraud, misrepresentation, intellectual property infringement, or other activity that may put us at risk for liability.
CHILDREN
We do not knowingly permit persons under 18 years of age to use the Website, and we do not knowingly collect, use or disclose Personal Information from anyone under 18 years of age. If we determine upon collection of Personal Information that a user is under this age, we will not use or maintain his/her Personal Information without the parent/guardian's consent. 1. WHAT ARE COOKIES?
Cookies are common and used on almost every website. They constitute small pieces of information which are sent to your device when you visit a website. Cookies can sometimes track information about your use of the site. Some of the cookies we use only last for the duration of your web session and therefore expire when you close your browser (session cookies). Other cookies are stored on a user’s device in between browser sessions which allows the preferences or actions of the user across a site (or in some cases across different websites) to be remembered (persistent cookies). Persistent cookies are used for a variety of purposes, including remembering a user’s preferences and choices when using a website or to target advertising. 
[bookmark: 2]2. WHY DO WE USE COOKIES?
STRICTLY NECESSARY COOKIES
These types of cookies are essential in order to enable you to navigate around our Website and use its features, such as accessing secure areas of the Website. Without the presence of these cookies, some services you have asked for may not be able to be provided.
PERFORMANCE COOKIES
These cookies collect information about how visitors use our Website, for example which pages visitors go to most often, and if the visitors get error messages from the Website. These types of cookies do not collect information that identifies a visitor. All kind of information these cookies collect is aggregated and therefore anonymous. It is solely used to improve how our Website works.
FUNCTIONALITY COOKIES
These cookies allow the Website to remember the choices you make (e.g. your user name, language or the region you are in) and provide improved, more personal features. These types of cookies can also be used to remember amendments you have made to text size, fonts and other parts of the Website that you can customize. Further, they may also be used to provide services you have asked for, e.g. watching a video or commenting on a blog. The information these cookies collect may be anonymous and the cookies cannot track your browsing activity on other websites.
TARGETING AND SHARING COOKIES
These types of cookie offer you a customized browsing experience by providing you with interest based services both on this Website and on some other websites too. In addition, they are used to reduce the number of times you see an advertisement as well as help measure the effectiveness of the advertising campaign. The cookies may link to social networks such as Facebook and provide advertising agencies with information on your visit so that they can present you with advertisements that may be of interest to you.

We are continually aiming to develop better ways of administrating your cookie preferences. As new technology and solutions emerge, this cookies policy may be updated in order to reflect any such advances in technology and preference management tools.

Other Web Technologies
1. Tracking Pixels
We employ a software technology called tracking pixels (a/k/a web beacons/web bugs/clear gifs) that enables us to better manage the content on the Website by informing us what content is effective. Tracking pixels are tiny graphics with a unique identifier, similar in function to cookies, and are used to track the online movements of visitors to a website. In contrast to cookies, which are stored on a user’s computer hard drive, tracking pixels are embedded invisibly on website pages and are about the size of the period at the end of a sentence. We do not tie the information gathered by tracking pixels to your personally identifiable information.
We use tracking pixels in our HTML-based emails to let us know which emails have been opened by recipients. This allows us to gauge the effectiveness of certain communications and the effectiveness of our marketing campaigns.
2. Log Files 
As is true of most websites, we gather information automatically and store it in log files. This information includes internet protocol (IP) addresses, browser type, internet service provider (ISP), referring/exit pages, operating system, date/time stamp and clickstream data. We use this information, which does not identify individual users, to analyze trends, to administer the Website, to track the movements of users around the Website and to gather demographic information about our user base as a whole.
3. Third Party Tools 
We use Google Analytics to collect data from our Website to create reports that provide insights into our Website and help monitor traffic, investigate data and understand our users and their activity.
We use Google Console which helps us monitor, maintain and troubleshoot our Website presence in Google Search results so that we can bring more traffic to our Website.
We use Mailchimp, an email marketing tool that helps us manage and connect with our clients, customers and other interested parties.
