PREPARING FOR MEDIATION (Instructions)

Dear Counsel:  


Because my intention is to facilitate the resolution of the dispute in this case, I am requesting the following commitments from you and your client(s):

1. That all persons necessary to make a decision and resolve this matter will be present at the mediation including any non-party insurance company which has not offered policy limits.  In addition, if the insured party has any exposure outside policy limits or has any control or influence on the amount paid within policy limits, then both the insured party and the insurance representative must attend. If a guardian ad litem has been appointed and you believe that person needs to attend, please notify me after consulting with other counsel in the case.

That all parties will participate in the process in good faith and with the intention to settle, if reasonably possible;

That all parties and their attorneys have reviewed and accept the "Rules for Mediation" which are provided on the “Forms” tab on this website.

No later than one week before the mediation, please fill out and send to me (admin@judgeelizabethray.com) the following forms found on the website.

1. The Agreement for Mediation;

2. The confidential Mediation Memorandum from each party.
 
During the opening portion of the mediation session I will call upon the attorneys and parties to tell me what they think is important to consider in evaluating and settling the case. I suggest that you be frank and candid in this assessment, and preview the alternative (i.e. the likely trial outcome) if the case is not settled at the mediation.


Please bring to the mediation the significant items of factually determinative evidence, such as documents or deposition testimony.  If the case involves unique legal issues, consider sending copies of any case law that is applicable or relevant prior to the mediation.


Please have your check made payable to Elizabeth Ray and bring it with you to the mediation.  If your client needs an invoice issued prior to issuing a check, please let us know via email at least one week in advance. (admin@judgeelizabethray.com) My tax identification number is 27-3053584.
