February 6, 2024

Mayor Sean Barnes, called the meeting of Village of Alexandria to order at 7:01 pm on Tuesday,
February 6, 2024.

Meeting Minutes for the Regular Council Meeting 2-6-2024

Morgan made a motion to approve the minutes from the regular council meeting on 2-6-2024,
seconded by Bottar-Dillen, all present voted in favor, Chair declares motion carried.

Public Hearings/Communications

Mitch from TLV- Explained what was going on with water on Granville Street- altitude valve (the
valve is 30 plus years old). Residents were not getting water, TLV put a temporary line 2” on the
ground. Can’t service the valve, need to by-pass it. May need to install a bigger meter pit. Will
need regular maintenance and install 2" meter pit by the back flow. Will take 2 to 3 weeks to
receive the parts.

TLV submitted 2 proposals plus proposal to repair leaks in the meter pit. Options are proposal #1
for $53,928 or proposal #2 for $32,357 plus what ever option 1 or 2, we will need TLV Repair
leaks in meter pit proposal for $5,998.50. (proposals are attachments to the minutes.

Bottar-Dillen made a motion for council to approve proposal #1 $53,928 and proposal #3
$5,998. Seconded by Miller.

Bottar-Dillen, Lower, Meng, Miller, Morgan and Reed all voted yes. Chair declares motion
carried.
