household income in Ohio is $65,000, median income in Alexandria is $95,000, so grants will

be hard to get.

7. 10 mill levy is expiring 12-31-2024 roughly $34,000. So do we do a Police Levy or Income Tax
for the Village. Did a poll from the residents attending to increase income tax rate from 1% to
2%- 2 yes on putting levy on ballot 2 vote no in the room. St. Alban’s Twp has a Fire levy on
the ballot for 10.5 mil expected to generate 1.423 million for maintenance and staff.

8. Senator Tim Shaffer sent letters to Council Members about applying for “Free Money” on
projects for Ohio Communities, A. Bottar-Dillen would like the Mayor to look into paving
projects for streets in Alexandria, Granville St, College, Church, Printer Alley, drive to the park-
All street would be one large project.

9. St. Alban’s Twp Maintenance Building-Trustee said to go in to look at the building.

10. Suggestion to move the Council meetings to the Library, so the police can use Council

Chambers as their office. Favor of moving council meeting to Library. Nothing was decided,

yet.

1. Twenty-six customers have used the new online payment system as opposed to forty-six
who have written checks so far this month.

Last February the ratio was forty-five CC
payments vs 132 check payments (at the end of the month). We’ll have a better idea how
things are going in a few months when people get accustomed to the process.
